RESPONDENT FEDERAL ELECTION COMMISSION’S  

RENEWED MOTION TO DISMISS THE PETITION 
 
 Pursuant to Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 12(b)(6) respondent Federal Election 

Commission (“FEC”) renews its motion to dismiss the Petition of Robinson Committee, LLC 

and Jack E. Robinson.  The renewed motion should be granted because the FEC did not act 

arbitrarily or capriciously in assessing a civil money penalty against petitioners for their failure 

to file on time a report disclosing their 2009 campaign finance activity, as required by the 

Federal Election Campaign Act (“FECA”), 2 U.S.C. §§ 431-57.  During the administrative 

proceedings, the FEC fully considered petitioners’ arguments, and its final determination, which 

is entitled to deference, is rationally supported by the administrative record.   

 In support of this motion, the FEC relies on its accompanying memorandum in support 

and attached exhibits referenced by the Petition.
