SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: On
September 30, 1891, a coup occurred 1a
Haih ousting the democratically elected
President, Fr, Jean-Bartrand Anstide On
October 3, the Organization of Amencan
States (OSA) adopted a Resolution
calling for the suspension of all
“military, pohce, or secunty assistance
dfFany kind and to prevent the delivery
of arms, murutions or equipmentto that
country inany manner, public or
pnvate " The OAS also encouraged
other states to follow suit

Consistent wath the provisions of the
OAS Resolution which took effect
immediately, it is the pohcy of the U S
Government to deny all applications for
licenses and other approvals to export
or otherwise transfer defense articles
and services to Haih. wncluding those for
use by the police. until further notice In
addition, U S manufacturersand any
other affected parties are hereby
notified that the Department of Stale
has suspended all previously issues
licenses and aﬂprovals authorizing the
export of or other transfers of defense
arlicles or services, as Well as those for
use by the police. to Hait; On
September 30.1991.
