(d) Yerrorism ria to countries
thnt have repeatedly provided support
for acts of intemational terroriam am
contrary 1 the foreign palicy of the
United States and are thus subfect to tha
policy epecified In paragraph (a) of this
sectinn and the requicemenis of sactlan
40 of the Arms Export Control Act (22
U SC 2760). The countries in this
category are Cuba, Iran, Iraq. Libya,
Syria, and North Korea. These are the
game countriesidentfiad pursuant to
section 8(]) of the Expart Administration
Act. asamended (50 US C App.
