Soldiers in 

the grades of E-9 and 

O-4 and above may 

stay in the DVQ, based 

on availability. It fea-

tures 4 bedrooms, 4 

bathrooms, and 2 fire-

places. Throughout the 

house you will find dif-

ferent historical arti-

facts and the real com-

forts of home. 

 

 Smoking is not allowed inside any buildings on the Training Center. 

 Cooking is not allowed in individual rooms, use kitchen/commons area. 

 Close all windows when leaving the building. 

 Sheet exchange is on Fridays. Please strip your beds and leave the dirty linens on 

the floor by the bed. 

 WHEN YOU CHECK OUT: Please place your linens and pillow case on the floor 

by the bed.   

 CHECK OUT TIME is 1000 HRS.   

 Personal weapons used for hunting purposes only can be brought on to camp. The 

weapons must be registered at Force Protection.  Weapons must be secured in a 

locked case or have a trigger lock. 

 PETS ARE NOT ALLOWED AT THE TRAINING CENTER.
