TELECONFERENCE MEETING OF THE
ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON THE
MEDICAL USES OF ISOTOPES

December 13, 2010

MEETING SUMMARY

PURPOSE

To discuss issues related to the implementation of the medical regulations in 10 Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR) Part 35, “Medical Use of Byproduct Material,” including Advisory Committee on
the Medical Uses of Isotopes (ACMUI) interactions with staff for major medical policy; patient
release; rulemaking and implementation guidance for physical protection of byproduct material;
and the impacts of the draft safety culture policy statement for medical licensees.

OUTCOME

The Advisory Committee on the Medical Uses of Isotopes (ACMUI) made recommendations, and
the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) staff gained a better understanding of the views
and opinions of the ACMUI, as well as other stakeholders’ views and opinions. The staff will
consider these views in its continuing effort to make 10 CFR Part 35 more useful, practical, and not
overly burdensome on licensees, while maintaining public health and safety.

RECOMMENDATIONS AND ACTIONS

For agenda topic 1, Policy & Procedure — NRC Interactions with Staff for Major Medical Policy, the
ACMUI endorsed the draft Policy and Procedure 2-5 with comments, as reflected in the meeting
handout (ML103430110). The recommendation passed unanimously with ten favorable votes.

For agenda topic 2, Patient Release Following lodine-131 Therapy, the ACMUI endorsed the
Patient Release Subcommittee Report, as reflected in the meeting handout (ML103430123). The
recommendation passed unanimously with ten favorable votes. NRC staff will provide the ACMUI
report to Congressman Markey in response to a letter to Chairman Jaczko dated October 20,
2010.

Also for agenda topic 2, Patient Release Following lodine-131 Therapy, the ACMUI will provide a
list of action items for NRC staff based on the recommendations provided in the Patient Release
Subcommittee Report.

For agenda topic 3, Rulemaking and Implementation Guidance for Physical Protection of
Byproduct Material, the ACMUI will develop a draft document for further discussion at a January
2011 teleconference.

For agenda topic 4, Impacts of the Draft Safety Culture Policy Statement for Medical Licensees,
the ACMUI deferred the discussion on the draft final safety culture policy statement to a January
2011 teleconference. The recommendation passed unanimously with ten favorable votes.

NRC staff will schedule a teleconference in January 2011 based on ACMUI availability and will
publish a notice in the Federal Register.
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
