Assault-related issues were among the top 10 public safety problems identified by recipients of the 2011 COPS Hiring Program. 
When identifying a public safety problem it is important to think about the nature of similar incidents in specific terms (e.g., hot spot areas, gun 
violence, the code of silence, robberies, and gang violence). While doing this, it can be helpful to consider all aspects of the problem, including the 
likely offenders, the suitable targets/victims, and how they all come together to create the situation.
