Implementation Phases
Phase 1 (Present — March 31, 2009): Voluntary Compliance
Phase 2* (April 1 — September 30, 2009): HTS Ch. 44 (portions)
Phase 3* (October 1, 2009 — March 31, 2010): HTS Ch. 44 & 47 (portions)
Phase 4* (April 1 — September 30, 2010): HTS Ch. 44, 48, & 94 (portions)

* Each phase includes the HTS Chapters from all previous phases
