Benefits in Current- 
Payment Status, State 
Distribution 

The number and amount of old- 
age and survivors insurance monthly 
benefits in current-payment status 
at the end of February 1951; classified 
by type of benefit and by the State of 
residence of beneficiary, are shown 
in the accompanying table. Almost 
12 percent of the 3.7 million benefici- 
aries were in New York State, 9 per- 
cent were in Pennsylvania, 8 percent 
in California, and 6 percent in Ohio 
and in Illinois. Altogether, these five 
States accounted for 41 percent of all 
beneficiaries although, according to 
the 1950 census, they contained 
slightly less than 35 percent of the 
total population of the United States, 
Alaska, and Hawaii. 

At the end of February the North- 
eastern States had a slightly smaller 
proportion of the total beneficiaries 
than before the 1950 amendments 
were enacted. Apparently, there were 
proportionately more workers in the 
Western and Southern States who, 
because of more limited opportunities 
for employment covered by the Social 
Security Act, did not have enough 
quarters of coverage to be insured 
under the 1939 amendments but who 
qualified for benefits because of the 
liberalization in the insured-status 
requirements. This trend is evident 
for all types of benefits but particu- 
larly for old-age and wife’s benefits. 
Since the liberalization was applicable 
only to persons who were living on 
September 1, 1950, there was a back- 
log of persons immediately eligible 
for old-age and wife’s benefits, 
whereas benefits were payable to sur- 
vivors of newly eligible persons only 
in event of the worker’s death after 
August 1950. 

The average old-age monthly bene- 
fit being paid at the end of February 
ranged from $48.40 in Connecticut to 
$33.50 in Mississippi; the national av- 
erage was $43.30. The average bene-
