
 

On July 28, 2006, the Federal Financial Institutions Examination Council (FFIEC) released the revised Bank Secrecy 
Act/Anti-Money Laundering (BSA/AML) Examination Manual. The revised manual reflects the ongoing commitment 
by the federal banking agencies and the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network (FinCEN) to provide current 
guidance about risk-based BSA policies, procedures, and processes.

Attached is an interagency notification about the release of the manual. This notification includes information about 
the significant revisions to the manual. The manual's table of contents indicates which sections have been revised.
