Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell Announces
$66,589 FEMA Grant Awarded to McAdory Area
Fire District

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Today, Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell (AL-7) announced that
$66,589 in funding was awarded to the McAdory Area Fire District by the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security’s (DHS) Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) grant program
in cooperation with the U.S. Fire Administration. The fiscal year 2011 funds, awarded through
the Assistance to Firefighters Grants (AFG) program will be used to improve McAdory’s ability
to respond to fire and fire-related hazards.

“Firefighters put their lives on the line every day across the State of Alabama,” said Rep.
Sewell. “These funds will help ensure that the McAdory Area Fire District has the adequate
resources they need to protect our communities.”

“I want to thank Congresswoman Sewell so much,” said Jeff Wyatt, Fire Chief of the McAdory
Area Fire District. “This is money that is definitely needed and will be put to good use;
especially after all the devastation we suffered from last year’s tornadoes.”

Assistance to Firefighters Grant (AFG) program supports organizations that lack the tools and
resources necessary to protect the health and safety of the public and their emergency response
personnel with respect to fire and all other hazards they may face. AFG grants bolster fire
departments' ability to respond to fires and fire-related hazards, along with their overall level of
preparedness.

Terri A. Sewell on the Addition of Perry
County to the Disaster Declaration Issued for
the State of Alabama

Washington, D.C.— Today, Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell (D-AL) released the following
statement in response to the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) addition of
Perry County to last week’s Emergency Disaster Declaration issued by President Obama for the
State of Alabama on February 1, 2012.

“I am very pleased that Perry County has been added to the emergency disaster declaration
issued for the State of Alabama last week. This addition will make federal assistance available
for residents of Perry County to help them rebuild and recover in the wake of this disaster.

This federal funding will provide victims of the storms with access to grants to meet their
immediate needs such as temporary housing, financing for home repairs not covered by
insurance, low-cost loans for uninsured property losses and other programs.

Rep. Terri A. Sewell Recognizes the Third
Anniversary of the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay
Act

Washington DC — Today, Rep. Terri A. Sewell (D-AL) recognizes the third anniversary of the
enactment of the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act, a critical law championing the fundamental
principle of equal pay for women and all American workers.

In January 2009, the President signed the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act into law, which restored
the right of women and other workers to challenge unfair pay in court. With women making up
nearly half of the labor force and mothers increasingly serving as the primary breadwinners for
American families, the wage gap not only hurts families, but adversely affects small businesses
and communities.

“Today we celebrate the sacrifice and hard work of Alabama’s own Lilly Ledbetter, a humble
activist, for courageously fighting to ensure that our daughters and granddaughters are equally
paid for the work they do regardless of race, age or gender,” said Rep. Sewell.

“The protections enacted by the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act will strengthen American
families— because equal pay for equal work is not simply an issue for women; it’s a family
issue,” said Rep. Sewell. “However, we must not forget that the journey to securing equality for
our nation’s women is far from over. We must act now to build on Lilly Ledbetter’s work, fight
discrimination anywhere it exists and put an end to this and all injustices in America.”

According to the National Women’s Law Center and 2007 data from the Census Bureau, women
earn an average of 78 cents for every dollar earned by men. This is up from when the Equal Pay
Act was first enacted and women earned 59 cents for every dollar paid to men, but it still falls far
short of wage equality. The wage disparity is even more pronounced for the country’s minority
women when compared to white males: African American women earned 62 cents for every
dollar earned by white males and Hispanic women earned 53 cents per dollar.

“In this difficult economy, when so many Americans are already working harder for less and
struggling to get by to pay their mortgage, pay for their medications or to simply put food on the
table for their children, the last thing they can afford is losing part of their paycheck to blatant
discrimination,” Rep. Sewell added. “We must continue to do more to level the playing field and
restore fundamental fairness to all American workers.”

Disaster survivors who live in the counties covered by the federal declaration are free to go to
any center they wish, regardless of where they live. However, those who want to visit the DRCs
in Clanton, Maplesville or Bessemer will need to go to those centers between 7 a.m. and 7 p.m.
between now and Saturday, Feb. 11. After Saturday, the remaining two DRCs at Center Point
and Clay will continue to operate from 1 to 6 p.m. on Sunday and 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday
through Saturday. The deadline to apply for individual assistance through FEMA is April 2.

Anyone in Chilton or Jefferson counties who was impacted by the Jan. 22-23 storms should
register for FEMA assistance, regardless of whether they have property insurance. Those who do
have property insurance should contact their insurance companies and file the necessary claims
as soon as possible, since assistance from FEMA is affected by any insurance monies the
applicant has received.

Representatives of the U.S. Small Business Administration also are on hand at DRCs to
describe low-interest disaster loans available to homeowners, renters, and businesses of all sizes.
The deadline to return loan applications to SBA is also April 2, 2012.
