Patients treated at this clinic have 
mTBI, essentially concussive injuries, termed one of the signature wounds of the Iraq and 
Afghanistan wars.  The design of the new clinic provides physical therapy, occupational therapy, 
behavioral health treatment and other medical care specific to rehabilitation of these injuries.  
This clinic environment facilitates multi-disciplinary treatment leading Soldiers toward a full 
recovery.
