Employment and Training Administration (ETA)

ETA published Training and Employment Guidance Letter No. 9-08, Change 1 -- Revised National Performance Goal 
Targets for the Government Performance Results Act (GPRA) to support Negotiating State Performance Goals for the 
Workforce Investment Act Title IB Programs, Wagner-Peyser Act Funded Activities for Program Year 2009.

ΕTA continues to finalize the release of several Recovery Act-related TEGLs, including: Fiscal Year 2009 State Supplemental 
Training Fund Distributions including Case; Management Funds and the Process for Requesting Additional Trade Adjustment 
Assistance Program Reserve Funds; Use of Health Coverage Tax Credit Funds made available by the Recovery Act; Dun and 
Bradstreet Data Universal Number Systems (DUNS) number/Central Contractor Registration (CCR) Mandatory Requirement for 
Federal Grant Sub-recipients under the Recovery Act; Recipient Reporting Requirements under Section 1512 of the Recovery 
Act; and National GPRA Performance Goals adjusted for variations in the Unemployment Rate.

The State of Nevada was approved for its 1/3 share of the $7 billion Unemployment Insurance Modernization funds.  
ETA notified the Department of Treasury to transfer UI Modernization funds of about $25.6 million into the Nevada 
State account.

Wisconsin, Indiana and Minnesota met the Total Unemployment Rate threshold for triggering “on” to a high unemployment 
period in the Federal-State Extended Benefits program beginning June 7, 2009.  The potential duration of benefits for eligible 
claimants is 20 weeks.

The State of Georgia was approved for 100% of its share of the $7 billion Unemployment Insurance Modernization 
funds.  ETA notified the Department of Treasury to transfer UI Modernization funds of about $220 million into the 
Georgia State account.

The sixth and last of the Regional Recovery and Reemployment Forums is scheduled for June 10-11, 2009 in San Francisco, CA. 
The event will feature general sessions and workshops covering various aspects of the Recovery Act, reemployment topics and 
green jobs, among other areas of importance to the regional workforce system.  

The State of Washington was approved for its share of the $7 billion Unemployment Insurance Modernization funds.  
ETA notified the Department of Treasury to transfer the UI Modernization funds of about $49 million into the 
Washington State account.
Ohio was approved for its share of the $7 billion Unemployment Insurance Modernization funds.  ETA notified the 
Department of Treasury to transfer the UI Modernization funds of about $88 million into the Ohio State account.
Iowa was approved for its share of the $7 billion Unemployment Insurance Modernization funds.  ETA notified the 
Department of Treasury to transfer the UI Modernization funds of about $71 million into the Iowa State account.

ETA issued on May 27, 2009 Training and Employment Notice (TEN) No. 46-08 -  Combining Fiscal Year 2009 
YouthBuild Appropriations with the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (P.L. 111-5) YouthBuild 
Appropriations.

Secretary Solis traveled to Michigan to announce an additional $49 million in TAA assistance authorized by the ARRA.
Secretary Solis traveled to Ohio to announce that the Department of Labor was making over $100 million available to 
the state, with $88 million going towards UI modernization, $19 million for expanded TAA assistance, and a $1.6 
million extension of a National Emergency Grant.
Employee Benefits Security Administration (EBSA)
EBSA continues to respond to over 1,100 COBRA inquiries on a daily basis. There have been almost 87,000 since the 
enactment of the ARRA. 
EBSA now has over 34,100 subscribers to www.dol.gov/cobra who will receive automatic notices of new or updated 
COBRA announcements with over 1,250,000 total visitors since enactment of the ARRA.
EBSA continues to receive applications for expedited review of COBRA premium subsidy denials bringing, with the 
cumulative total reaching over 2,000. 
Office of the Inspector General (OIG)
The OIG submitted a funding notification report to Recovery.gov announcing the contract to audit the additional 
unemployment compensation benefits provided under ARRA. 
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
