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1. INTRODUCTION

This handbook identifies the crop-pecific procedurd requirements for adjusting Multiple Peril Crop Insurance
(MPCI) losesin auniform and timely manner. These sandards, which include crop appraisa methods and
clams completion ingructions, supplement the genera (not crop-specific) procedures, forms and manuals for
loss adjustment identified in the Loss Adjustment Manua (LAM).

2 SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

This handbook remainsin effect until superseded by reissuance of either the entire handbook or selected
portions (through dipsheets or bulleting). If dipsheets have been issued for a handbook, the origina handbook
as amended by dipsheet pages shal congtitute the handbook. A bulletin can supersede ether the origina
handbook or subsequent dipshests.

A. DISTRIBUTION

The fallowing is the minimum digtribution of forms completed by the adjuster for the loss adjusment
ingpection:

One legible copy to the insured. The origind and dl remaining copies as indructed by the
insurance provider.

NOTE: Itistheinsurance providers responghbility to maintain origind insurance documents
relative to policyholder servicing as designated in their approved plan of operations.

B. TERMS ABBREVIATIONS, AND DEFINITIONS

(1) Terms, abbreviations, and definitions general (not crop specific) to loss adjustment are identified
inthe LAM.

(2) Terms, dbreviations, and definitions specific to fresh market bean loss adjustment and this
handbook, which are not defined in this section, are defined as they appear in the text.

(3) Dédinitions

Acreage limitation per cent The maximum alowable annua percentage increase in insured
acres, oecified in the Specid Provisions.

Allowable cost The dollar amount per bushd for harvesting and handling
as shown in the Specid Provisions.

Bushel Thirty (30) pounds avoirdupois.

Crop Year (For counties with an August 31 cancellation date only) A period of time that
begins on thefirgt day of the planting period for fal planted fresh market
beans and continues through the last day of the insurance period for spring
planted fresh market beans | Crop year will be designated as the calendar
year following the beginning of the firgt planting period.

Direct Marketing  Sdeof theinsured crop directly to consumers without the intervention of
an intermediary such as awholesdler, retailer, packer, processor, shipper,

or buyer.
Hand Harvest Removad of the fresh market bean pods from the plant by hand.
Harvest Factor A factor associated with machine harvesting due to the normal loss with

this method of harvest. The amount of beans damaged and |eft in the fied
and damaged beans culled at the packing station is usually 30+ Percent
(Refer to TABLE D). For hand harvest, there is no factor.

Planting period The period of time designated in the actuarid documents in which fresh
market beans must be planted to be considered fall, winter, or spring-
planted fresh market beans.

Size Set When the mgority of fresh market beans on the bush are at the optimum

Szeto achieve best marketability without jeopardizing grading standards
due to alarge number of oversized beansin the harvested product.

C. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF FRESH MARKET SNAP BEANS

(1) Thebotanicd nameis- PhaseolusvulgarisL - sometimes cdled “String Beans” and isa
member of the legume family.

(2) There are three generd types grown inthe U.S. - bush beans, pole beans, and haf-runner
vaidties. All three are annuds and grown from seed. Commercia production conssts mainly of
bush and pole beans.

(3) Fresh market beans are usudly planted in rows with arow spacing of 36 - 38 inches The
traditiona plant space within rowsis 2 — 4 inchesor 5-7 beans/ linear foot. (Fresh market beans
will usudly not be replanted if there are 3.0 beans/ ft. dueto timing of the marketing window)

(5) Fresh market beans are salf-pallinaing.
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(5) Sail Temperature for Germination: Minimum-50 degrees F; Optimum range 60- 70 degrees F;
Maximum 80 degrees F. Optimum temperature is 60 degrees F for good growth. Average
temperatures above 80 degrees F may result in dow growth. Fresh market beans require a
congtant supply of moisture particularly during blossom and pod growth. Lack of moisture will
cause blossom and pod drop during these time periods. Fresh market beans can be hand or
machine harvested. Most fresh market beans are hand harvested, however, some hybrid varieties
respond well to mechine harvesting.

(6) Frogt, excessve moisture and drought are the mgjor perils concerning fresh market snap beans.
Fresh market beans are very sensitive to cold temperatures and will freeze from a dight frost.
Fresh market beans are dso sengtive to hot and drought conditions especialy during blossom and
pod development. Moisture deprivation during blossom stage will result in blossoms dropping of f
the plant. Moisture deprivation during pod development will result in a more lengthy maturity
period and may result in smdll, shriveled pods. Root rot, damping off, and seed rots are mgjor
diseases of fresh market beans. Proper rotation, field selection, sanitation, plant spacings,
fertilization, irrigation and resstant varieties can reduce these risks.

(7) Thetime from planting to market maturity under good growing conditions (Early variety 48 days,
Latevariety - 60 days).

(8) Approximate average fresh market yied in the U.S. is 5,000 - 10,000 Ibs/ac. North Carolina
State Univergity conservative estimates - 130 Hampers/ac. @ 30 Ib./Hamper = 3,930 Ib./ac.
(MACHINE HARVEST).

(9) Thereisusualy about $6.00/Carton labor associated with hand harvesting of fresh market beans
however the amount of revenue received from hand harvest versus machine harvest are
comparable, even though there is some production loss from machine harvest.

a.  Unlike processing beans, fresh market size are somewhat smdler, usud seve szeisfrom 3-4,
whereas processng will be size 5 or grester.

3. INSURANCE CONTRACT INFORMATION

The insurance provider isto determine that the insured has complied with al policy provisons of the insurance
contract. Crop provisonsthat are to be considered in this determination include (but are not limited to):

A. INSURABILITY

(1) Thecropinsured will be dl the fresh market beans grown in the county, in which the insured has a
share, on insurable acreage for which a premium rate is provided by the actuarid documents and:

That are planted to be harvested and sold as fresh market beans;
That are planted within the planting periods designated in the actuaria documents;

That are grown by a person who has grown fresh market beans for three previous crop
years

That has grown or participated in managing a fresh market bean farming operation in the
county in which the present crop will be insured.

Unless dlowed in the Specid Provisions, fresh market beans are not insurable if they are;

Interplanted with another crop; or

2  Panted into an established grass or legume; or

3  Grown for direct marketing.

Fresh market beans mugt initidly be planted in rows far enough gpart to permit mechanica
cultivation unless otherwise provided by the Specid Provisions.

We will not insure fresh market bean acreage that does not meet al applicable rotation
requirements contained in the Specia Provisons.

Insurance coverage is extended to provide an indemnity when the elected dollar amount of
insurance for marketable fresh market beans has not been produced. This coverage DOES NOT
guarantee amarket for fresh market beans and efforts need to be made to ensure that rejected
production is attributable to insured causes rather than economic (market) conditions.

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C. UNIT DIVISION

Refer to the insurance contract for unit provisons. NOTE: Unlesslimited by the Crop or Specid
Provisons, abasic unit as defined in the Basic Provisons, may be divided into optiond units by planting
period, for each optiona unit, al the conditions stated in the gpplicable provisions are met. Optiona
units by irrigated and nortirrigated practices are not applicable.

D. MINIMUM VALUE OPTION

The totd vaue of harvested production will be as follows.
() If Option | isselected:

(& For sold production, the dollar amount obtained by subtracting the alowable cost (from the
Specid Provisons) from the price received for each bushd of (FM) fresh market beans
(this result may not be less than the minimum value price contained in the Specid Provisons
for any bushe of fresh market beans), and multiplying this result by the number of bushels of
fresh market Beans sold; and

(b) For marketable production that is not sold, the dollar amount obtained by multiplying the
number of bushels of fresh market beans on the unit by the minimum vaue (from the Specid
Provisons) for the planting period. Harvested production that is damaged due to insurable
causes prior to harvest and is not marketable will not be counted as production.

(2) If Option 11 (refer to the Specid Provisions for availability) is selected, the totd vaue of harvested
production will be as provided in D (1) (a), except that the dollar amount for abushel of fresh

market Beans may not be less than zero. For marketable production that is not sold, value
applied will be as provided in D (1) (b).

4. REPLANTING PAYMENT PROCEDURES

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

Only one replanting payment will be made for acreage planted during each planting period within the crop
year. (Refer to the Specid Providons for availability).

(1) Theinsured isrequired to replant (if it is practica to replant) if the crop was damaged (with less
than 75% stand remaining), on or before the find planting date for the planting period, without
regard to the availability of areplant payment. Refer to the Specid Provisons for North Carolina
and Virginiaavailability.

(2) If thefind planting date for the planting period has passed when the damage occurred, and it is
practicd to replant, the insured can elect:

(& Not to replant the damaged crop and receive an indemnity based upon the stage of growth
reached by the fresh market beans when the damage occurred. The indemnified acreage
WILL NOT be dligible for growing insur ed fresh market beansin the succeeding planting
period; OR

(b) To replant the fresh market beans, collect areplant payment, and continue the initid planting
period coverage.

For SPRING (for spring and fal in North Carolinaand Virginia) planting-period fresh market
beans, if thefind planting date for the planting period has passed when the damage occurred, an
indemnity can be paid based upon the stage of the fresh market beans at the time of damage, IF it
is not practica to replant AND the land is put to another use.

Due to the possibility that some released acreage may NOT be put to another use as required by
the policy, strict attention should be paid to the correct use of the insured's certification of such
other use prior to the findization of the dam for indemnity.

B. QUALIFICATIONS FOR REPLANTING PAYMENT

To qudify for replanting payment, (refer to the Specid Provisons for availability) the:

insured crop must be damaged by an insurable cause;
insurance provider determinesthat it is practical to replant;

acres must have been initidly planted within the planting period dates established by the Specid
Provisons,

gopraisd must confirm that more than 25 percent of the plant stand will not produce fresh market
beans due to an insurable cause;

acreage replanted must be AT LEAST the lesser of 20 acres or 20 percent of the insured planted
acreage for the unit as determined on the find planting date for the planting period; and

insurance provider has given consent to replant.

NOTE: Inthe Narative of the clam form or on an attachment, show the plant stands gppraisa and
cdculations to document that quaifications for areplant payment have been met.

C. MAXIMUM REPLANT PAYMENT

The maximum amount of the replanting payment per acre will be the LESSER OF:

the insured's actua replanting cost; or
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(2) theproduct of multiplying the per acre replanting amount contained in the Specid Provisionstimes
the insured's share in the crop;

EXAMPLE 1

Owner/operator (100 percent share).

10 acres replanted.

Insured’s actual cost to replant = $200.00.

Maximum alowed per Specia Provisons = $175.00 x 100% (share) = $175.00.
The lesser of $200.00 and $175.00 = $175.00

Enter $175.00 in the Section | “Adjusted Potentid” column of the claim form.

EXAMPLE 2

Landlord/tenant on 50/50 share.

10 acres replanted.

Insured’ s actual cost to replant = $100.00.

Maximum allowed per Specid Provisons=$175.00 " .500 (share) = $87.50.
The lesser of $100.00 and $87.50 is $87.50.

NOTE: Enter $87.50 in the “ Adjusted Potentia” column of the claim form if share has been gpplied or
$175.00 in the “ Adjusted Potentid” column if share has yet to be applied. (Follow individud insurance
provider guidelines). Indicate in the Narrative if adjusted potential has/has not been reduced for share
on the daim form according to individua company guidelines.

D. REPLANTING PAYMENT INSPECTIONS
Replanting payment ingpections are to be prepared as find ingpections on the clam form only when
quaifying for a replant payment. Non-qudifying replant-payment ingpections (unlessthe claim is
withdrawn by the insured) are to be handled as preiminary ingpections. |f qudified for a replant
payment, a Certification Form may be prepared on the initial farm vidt. Refer to the LAM.

5. FRESH MARKET BEAN APPRAISALS

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

Potential production will be appraised in accordance with procedures specified in this handbook and
the LAM.

(1) Timey gppraisasare amust Snce deterioration of this crop will occur at such arate asto make a
later determination impossible. Because of the extreme variation of production within a very short
number of days, the gppraisa hasto be as close to harvest as possible for the mature appraisal
method.
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(2) Dueto the numerous varieties of fresh market beans, the pod count method will not work as well
asit doesfor processing beans. The reasons are Seve and bean Sze. Some varieties may have
the Seve Sze but are longer beans and have the same diameter. This resultsin varying weights per
pod. Do not count any production that is not of the size, shape or condition that would otherwise
be marketable.

(3) Do not count or weigh any beans damaged from mold, tip burn, or that are scarred in any manner.
Do not count any beans that measure any larger than 3 - 4 Seve Sze, unlessthe larger Szeisdue
to an uninsurable cause of loss (e.g., untimely harvest not due to an insurable cause).

NOTE: If there are excessve amounts of large beans (5 or larger Seve size) in the sample plots,
there will be substantia quality problems or product rejection at the packing shed. The grower
should be aware of the Sze sat Studtion asit relates to his crop.

(4) For fresh market bean acreage that isto be hand harvested, seive size should not be afactor, if
harves istimdly.

B. SELECTING REPRESENTATIVE SAMPLES FOR APPRAISALS

(1) Determinethe number of required samplesfor afiedd or subfield by the field Sze, the average
sage of growth, age (Sze) and genera capabilities of the plants, and variahility of potentia
production and plant damage within the field or subfield.

(20 Split thefidd into subfields when:

(8 variable damage causesthe crop potentid to gppear to be sgnificantly different within the
samefidd; or

(b) theinsured wishesto destroy a portion of afield.
(3) Each subfield must be appraised separately.
(4) Takenot lessthan the minimum number (count) of representative samplesrequiredin TABLE A.

C. MEASURING ROW WIDTH FOR SAMPLE SELECTION

Use theseingructions for dl gppraisd methods.

(1) Useamessuring tape marked in inches or convert atape marked in tenths to inches, to measure
row width (Refer to the LAM for conversion table).

(20 Measure across FOUR OR MORE row spaces, from the center of the first row to the center of

the fifth row (or as many rows as needed), and divide the result by the number of row spaces
measured across, to determine an average row width in whole inches.
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EXAMPLE:

(3) Whererows are skipped for tractor or planter tires, refer to the LAM.

D. DETERMINING ROW LENGTH FOR SAMPLE SELECTION

(1) Thesamplelength will be 10 ft. of row.

(2) If thereisapoor plant population use a 20 ft. sample and divide the production weight factor
(TABLE D) by 2. Example: 36 inch row = 14.5 factor + 2 = 7.25 factor for a 20 ft. sample.

E. PLANT TYPESAND STAGES OF GROWTH

(1) Theseingructions provide plant-type and growth-stage information for use when appraising
potentia production during various stages of growth.

(& Whenthecropisdamaged in the first or second stage to the extent that the mgority of
producers in the area would no longer care for the crop, insurance on that acreage is
consdered to have ceased. Any indemnity will then be based on the stage the fresh market
beans have reached at the time care would have normally been withdrawn. The adjuster is
cautioned to be certain there is sufficient potential in adamaged fresh market bean crop to
warrant further care, BEFORE it is dlowed to progress to the find stage guarantee (refer to
the Pilot Fresh Market Bean Crop Provisions, section 3(e)).

NOTE: Adjust al losses based on the stage of growth on the date of damage.

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6. APPRAISAL METHODS

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

These ingructions provide information on gpprais methods for:

Appraisal Method Use....

Stand Reduction Method (Immature) For planted acreage with no emerged seed, or
before podding. Use dso for hail damage and
damage that results in non-marketable beans after
podding. Also usesfor replant payments.

After Podding Method (Mature) R-9- R-13

B. STAND REDUCTION (IMMATURE) METHOD

Use this method to determine potentid production from emergence until substantia plant podding has
occurred (R-8 stage).

(1) Thismethod is based on the number of surviving plantsin a desgnated sample row length
compared with adesirable plant stand, allowing for adjustments to the gppraisa for insured
damage to leaves and pods. The fresh market bean standard weight by areais used as the base
yield for gppraisal purposes. Refer to TABLE E. (EXAMPLE: 5000 Ib. per acre.)

NOTE: If thereduction in stand is solely due to non-emerged seed as aresult of insufficient soil
moisture, do not complete appraisas prior to the time specified in the LAM. Refer to the
paragraph in the LAM regarding deferred appraisals and non-emerged seed.

(2) Determinetheintended plants per acre. Refer to TABLE C. Use the appropriate row width and
plants per 10 feet of row. Determine the intended stand by counting dl live, dead, and missng
plantsin 10 feet of row and enter in item 11 on the appraisal worksheet. Determine the existing
gtand by counting dl remaining live plantsin 10 feet of row and determine the gpplicable population
from TABLE C. Divide the existing plant population by the intended plant population to arrive at
the percent of stand.

EXAMPLE: Therewere 60 plants per 10 feet of row (87,500 plants per acre) planted in 36 inch
rows, and only 40 plants remaining (57,500 plants per acre). 57,500 , 87,500 = .657 or 66%
percent of stand.

NOTE: Usethismethod only until the fresh market beans are of a sufficient sze to weigh and use
after podding method gppraisals.

(3) Referto TABLE B, Stand Reduction Chart for Fresh Market Beans to determine the potentid
remaining. Fresh Market Beans have alesser ahility to recover from damage; therefore a stand
reduction chart has been provided.
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C. HAIL DAMAGE SUPPLEMENTAL INSTRUCTIONS

Hail-damaged beans deteriorate rapidly, requiring preliminary evauation within 1 to 2 days of damage.
Fina appraisa will be deferred 7 to 10 days after damage (unless beans are mature; if so gppraise
immediately) to alow for accurate damage assessment for the remaining plants and pods. On the
preliminary vist, lossof complete plants and their associated pods, pods knocked from plants, and plant
defoliation should be documented. Pod damage from hail (scarring) isimportant to fresh market beans.
If there is substantid damage (scarring) there may not be a market available depending on supply and

intendity of damege.
D. AFTER PODDING (MATURE) METHOD

The norma pod number for fresh market beansis 20 pods per plant but this can vary by variety.

(1) Fresh market beansin stage R-9 or later will be adjusted based on representative sample dripsin
the fidld (as desgnated by an insurance provider representative) just prior to or during harvest by
the producer.

(2) Fresh market beans may be harvested anywhere from seve sze 3to Seve size 4. If machine
harvesting of representative samplesis not possible, the adjuster must hand-harvest and weigh the
samples.

(3) Referto TABLE A for sample number requirements and reference the chart below for desirable
plant stand. Beans planted in less than 30 inch rows may be susceptible to rot.

7. APPRAISAL DEVIATIONSAND MODIFICATIONS

A. DEVIATIONS

Devidaionsin appraisa methods require FCIC written authorization (as described in the LAM) prior to
implementation.

B. MODIFICATIONS

There are no pre-established modifications contained in this handbook. Refer to the LAM for additiona
information.
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8. APPRAISAL WORKSHEET ENTRIESAND COMPLETION
PROCEDURES

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

(1) Include theinsurance provider's namein the gppraisal worksheet title if not preprinted on the
insurance provider’ s worksheet or when aworksheet entry is not provided.

(2) Include the claim number on the gppraisa worksheet (when required by the insurance provider),
when aworksheet entry is not provided.

(3) Separate appraisa worksheets are required for each unit appraised. Refer to section 5 for
sampling requirements.

(4) If unharvested production is rgjected by the buyer, the adjuster must determine if the damage is
from an insurable cause. A sample may be taken to an officid Grading Service or County
Extenson Service to make such determinations. All findings must be confirmed in writing.

(5) If deemed unmarketable and indemnified, the acreage must be destroyed or it may be gleaned.
Refer to the LAM for information on gleaning.

(6) TheMinimum Vaue Option | and Il are applicable only to harvested production. Refer to the
Specid Provisons.

NOTE: Standard gppraisa worksheet items are numbered consecutively in subsection B. An example
appraisal worksheet is aso provided to illustrate how to complete entries.

Date of Damage: Firg three letters of the month during which MOST of the insured damage
(including progressve damage) occurred. Include SPECIFIC DATE where gpplicable, asin the
case of hall damage. (e.g., AUG.11).

Field Identification: Fed identification symbal.

Acres/Date Planted: Number of determined acres to tenths, in field or subfield being appraised
and date planted.

Crop/Variety: FM Beansand the variety planted and appraised.
Row Width: The row width to the nearest inch for the gppraised crop.

Original Plant Population/Acre: The intended plant population the producer would have had
under normal conditions, based on row width and plant spacing. Refer to TABLE C.

Date of Appraisal: Date the gppraisa (field work) is completed.

IMMATURE APPRAISAL METHOD

Stage of Growth: The stage of growth on the date of damage and stage of growth on the date of
adjustment.
