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1. INTRODUCTION

THISHANDBOOK MUST BE USED IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE LOSS ADJUSTMENT
MANUAL (LAM).

This handbook identifies the crop-specific procedural requirements for adjusting Multiple Peril Crop
Insurance (MPCI) losses in a uniform and timely manner. These procedures, which include crop
appraisal methods and claims completion instructions, supplement the general (not crop-specific)
procedures, forms, and manuals for loss adjustment identified in the LAM.

2. SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

This handbook remains in effect until superseded by reissuance of either the entire handbook or
selected portions (through slipsheets or bulleting). If dipsheets have been issued for a handbook, the
origina handbook as amended by dlipsheet pages shall constitute the handbook. A bulletin can
supersede either the original handbook or subsequent slipsheets.

A. DISTRIBUTION

The following is the minimum distribution of forms completed by the adjuster for the loss
adjustment inspection:

One legible copy to theinsured. The original and all remaining copies as instructed by the
insurance provider.

NOTE: Itistheinsurance providers responsibility to maintain original insurance

documents relative to policyholder servicing as designated in their approved plan of
operations.

3. INSURANCE CONTRACT INFORMATION

The insurance provider is to determine that the insured has complied with al policy provisions of the
insurance contract. Crop provisions, which are to be considered in this determination include (but are

not limited to):

A. INSURABILITY

(1) Thecrop insured will be all the cabbage types in the county that are listed in the Special
Provisions, for which a premium rate is provided by the actuarial documents, in which the
insured has a share, and that are:

(@ Planted with inspected transplants (if required by the Special Provisions);

(b) Planted with hybrid seed, if direct seeded (unless otherwise permitted by the Special

Provisions);

() Planted within the planting periods designated in the Special Provisions;

(d) Planted for harvest as marketable cabbage for:

1  Fresh market; or
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2  Processing, if they are:

a  Grown under a processor contract executed before the acreage reporting
date; and

b Not excluded from the processor contract at any time during the crop year;

(¢ Unlessalowed by the Special Provisions:

Not interplanted with another crop; and
2 Not sold by direct marketing.

(2) Any acreage that does not meet the rotation requirements contained in the Special
Provisions will not be insurable.

(3) Any acreage of the insured crop damaged before the end of the planting period, to the
extent that a majority of producers in the area would normally not further care for the crop,
must be replanted unless the insurance provider agrees that replanting is not practical.
Refer to the LAM for replanting provision issues. Refer to section 4 of this handbook for
replanting payment procedures.

PROVISIONS NOT APPLICABLE TO CAT COVERAGE

(1) Optiona units.

(2) Halil and Fire Exclusion provisions (also not applicable if additional coverageislessthan
65/100 or equivalent coverage).

(3) Replanting Payments.

UNIT DIVISION

Refer to the insurance contract for unit provisons. NOTE: Unlesslimited by the Specia
Provisions, optional units may be established for each cabbage type and planting period, if the
insured has met all the requirements of section 34 of the Basic Provisions.

QUALITY ADJUSTMENT

The production to count for harvested marketable cabbage may be reduced as aresult of alossin
quality due to any insurable cause(s) of loss. Refer to the Cabbage Crop Provisions for quality
adj ustment requirements.
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The net production to count for cabbage grown for fresh or process use will be determined
by:

(& Determining the quality adjustment factor by dividing the value per hundredweight of
the damaged cabbage by either the local market price (for fresh cabbage) or the base
contract price (for processed cabbage).

(b) Multiplying the number of hundredweight of eligible damaged cabbage by the factor
in (a) above to determine the net production to count in hundredweight.

Refer to the LAM regarding contract prices in regard to quality adjustment. THE
QUALITY ADJUSTMENT FACTOR CANNOT BE GREATER THAN 1.000 or less than

Document quality adjustment information as described in the instructions for the
“Narrative” section of the claim form (section 9 B), or on a Specia Report.

4. REPLANTING PAYMENT PROCEDURES

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

Replanting payments made on acreage replanted using a practice that was uninsurable as an
original planting will require the deduction of the replanting payment for such acreage from
the original unit liability. If the unit dollar loss (final claim) isless than the original unit
liability minus such replanting payment, the actual indemnity dollar amount will not be
affected by the replanting payment. The premium will not be reduced.

No replanting payment will be made on acreage on which one replanting payment has
aready been alowed for the crop year.

B. QUALIFICATIONS FOR REPLANTING PAYMENT

To qualify for replanting payment, the:

Insured crop must be damaged by an insurable cause;
Insurance provider determines that it is practical to replant;

Acreage must not have been initialy planted or seeded prior to the initial planting dates or
after the final planting period dates designated by the Special Provisions,

Per-acre appraisal (or appraisal plus any appraisals for uninsured causes of l0ss) must be
less than 90 percent of the per-acre production guarantee for the acreage the insured intends
to replant (Refer to Section 5, “ Cabbage Appraisals’);
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(5) Acreage replanted must be AT LEAST the lesser of 20 acres or 20 percent of the insured
planted acreage for the unit (as determined on the fina planting date); and

(6) Insurance provider has given consent to replant.
NOTE: In the narrative of the claim form or on Special Report, show the appraisal for each field

or subfield and the calculations to document that the qualifications for a replanting payment have
been met.

C. MAXIMUM REPLANTING PAYMENT

The maximum amount of the replanting payment per acre will be the LESSER OF:

(1) Theinsured's actua replanting cost;

(2) The product of multiplying the maximum hundredweight (cwt.) allowed in the policy (50.0
hundredweight for reseeding and 40.0 hundredweight for transplanting) by the insured's

fresh- market cabbage price election times the insured’ s share in the crop; or

NOTE: The fresh-market cabbage price election will be used to determine processing
cabbage replant payments in counties with fresh- market and processing practices.

(3) 20 percent of the production guarantee times the fresh- market cabbage price election times
the insured' s share.

NOTE: Compute the number of hundredweight per acre allowed for areplanting payment by
dividing the maximum payment by the fresh-market cabbage price election. *** Show all
calculations in the Narrative of the claim form or on a Special Report.

EXAMPLE 1

Owner/operator (100 percent share).

30.0 acres replanted.

The replanted cabbage was transplanted.

Insured’s actual cost to replant = $190.00 per acre

Fresh-market cabbage price election = $5.00 per cwt.

20 % of prod. guar. (400.0 cwt.) = 80.0 cwt. x $5.00 (fresh- market cabbage price election) =
$400.00 x 1.000 (share) = $400.00.

40.0 cwt. (Maximum hundredweight allowed in the policy) 40.0 cwt. x $5.00 (fresht market

The lesser of $190.00, $200.00 and $400.00 is $190.00

Actual hundredweight per acre allowed = 38.0 cwt. ($190.00 + $5.00).

D. REPLANTING PAYMENT INSPECTIONS

***  Replanting payment inspections are to be prepared as final inspections on the claim form only
when qualifying for a replanting payment. Nonqualifying replanting payment inspections
(unlessthe claim iswithdrawn by the insured) are to be handled as preliminary inspections. If
qualified for areplanting payment, a Certification Form may be prepared on the initial farm visit.
Refer to the LAM.

5. CABBAGE APPRAISALS

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

Potential production for all types of inspections will be appraised in accordance with procedures
as specified in this handbook and the LAM.

B. SELECTING REPRESENTATIVE SAMPLES FOR APPRAISALS

(1) Determine the minimum number of required samples for afield or subfield by the field
size, the average stage of growth, age (size) and general capabilities of the plants, and
variability of potential production and plant damage within the field or subfield.

(2 Split the field into subfields when:

(@ Variable damage causes the crop potential to appear to be significantly different
within the same field; or
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(b) Theinsured wishes to destroy a portion of afield.
(3 Eachfield or subfield must be appraised separately.

(4) Take not less than the minimum number (count) of representative samples required in
TABLE A for each field or subfield.

C. MEASURING ROW WIDTH FOR SAMPLE SELECTION

Usethese instructions for all appraisal methods that require row width determinations:

(1) Useameasuring tape marked in inches or convert a tape marked in tenths, to inches, to
measure row width (refer to the LAM for conversion table).

(20 Measure across FOUR OR MORE rows, from the center of the first row space to the center
of the fifthrow space (or as many rows as needed), and divide the result by the number of
rows measured across, to determine an average row width.

(3) Apply average row width to TABLE B to determine the row length required for the sample
row necessary to equal 1/100th of an acre.

D. SAMPLING PROCEDURE STANDARDS

(1) Determine average cabbage growth stage in selected representative samples. Thiswill be
the most advanced stage of development in which at least 50% of the plants in the
representative sample have reached.

(2) Usethe stage of growth at the date of adjustment (the date when the adjuster first appraises
crop damage) when determining yield loss.

NOTE: The correct timing of crop damage appraisals isimportant to establish growth
stage and original cause of damage before additional damage occurs.
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E. APPRAISAL FOR DIRECT MARKETED PRODUCTION

(1) Theinsured must notify the insurance provider at least 15 days prior to beginning of
harvest for cabbage which will be sold by direct marketing. (A cabbage crop that will be
sold by direct marketing is not insurable unless otherwise provided by the Special
Provisions.)

(2) Theinsurance provider will conduct a pre-harvest appraisal that will be used to determine
the production to count for any acreage in the unit where production will be sold through
direct marketing.

(3) If damage occurs after the pre-harvest appraisal and the insured has provided immediate
notice, the insurance provider will conduct additional appraisals.

(4) The pre-harvest appraisal and any acceptable records provided by the insured will be used
to determine the production to count for the unit.
