The matter is before the Court on The Hispanic Leadership Fund, Inc.'s ("HLF")

complaint seeking a declaratory judgment pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 2201 and an injunction

pursuant lo Rule 65, Fed.R.Civ.P.

Forthe reasons set forth in the memorandum opinion of even date,

It is hereby DECLARED that:

(i) HLF's proposed Advertisements One, Four, and Five are electioneering

communications within the meaning of 2 U.S.C. § 434 (f)(A);

(ii) HLF's proposed Advertisements Two and Three are not electioneering

communications within the meaning of 2 U.S.C. § 434 (f)(A); and,

(iii) The electioneering communications provisions of 2 U.S.C. § 434 are not

unconstitutional as-applied to HLF's proposed advertisements.

It is further ORDERED that HLF's request for an injunction is DENIED.

It is further ORDERED that the Clerk is DIRECTED to enterjudgment pursuant to

Rule 58, Fed.R.Civ.P., in accordance with this Order, and to place this matter among the ended

causes.
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
