egents 1o assist individuals enroll In Florida Health Security and advise applicants about
eligibility for other Mediceld eligibllity categories, To compensate insurance agents for such
servicas, and in the process conform with treditional insurance/agent relationships,
A.ccountable Health Partnerships (“"ARP") will bid 8 premivm on Florida Health Security
products that contains an administrative loading factor, Including a flxed percantage for agent
commissions. '

In our discussions with representatives of the federal Departments of Health und
Human Services {("HHS") and Justice some concern has been expressed as to whather
payments to insurance agents by the AHP violate the Social Security Anti-Kickback Statute
{("Anti-Kickback Statute”), 42 U.S.C. § 1320 &-7b. Tha purpase of this rnemo is 1o expiain the
Agency's posltion that the arrangement which it is proposing does not violate the spint of the
Anti-Kickback Statute. : .

At the outset, it is worth explaining that the Florida Health $acurity Plan proposes to
use Medicald dollars to provide discounts for individuals {0 purchase insurance and, in that
manner, to. provide health insurance for over one millon of Fiorida's currantly uninsured
residents. In its use of federal and state Madicaid funds to pay for private health insurarce
plans, Florida Is on the cutting edge of & trend whict: rmay very well dictate the future of heaith
cure financing throughout the country.  Presently, insurance agents are integral 10 the selling
of hzalth insurance. Every slate, Including Ficrida, licenses insuraince agents and requiires
that only licensed agents sell insurance. Any stale or federally funded health plan which

_seeks 1o utilize the private insurance inclustry, will, as a matter of law and practice, use
licansed insurance agents. Thus, the implications for applying the Anti-Kickback Statute {0
inzurance agents commissions goes far Heyond the Florida Henlth Secutity prograrn,

The specific grounds for the Agency's position that feas paid {0 an insurance agent by
ar. AHP under the Floride Health Security Plan co not viglate the Anti-Kickback Statute are &5
follows: first, @ commission pald to an insurance agent [s not criminal behavior or babavior
whiclh the anti-kickback statule was intende¢l to protect against;, second, such financial
arangements between insurance agents and AHP's do not contain the ctiminal inlent
necessary for criminal viclations under the Anti-KickiBack Statute; third, there are good public
policy reasons for excluding Insurance agent cormmissions from the Anti-Kickback Statute and
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for exercising the government's discretion not to prosecute; fourth, arrangements which resull
in cormmissions being paid to insurance agents with Medicare or Medleald funds ars already
possible under current law. Each of the foregoing grounds is set forth in greater detall balow:,

1. Purpose of Anf|:Kickback Statute

The legislative history of the Anti-Kickback Statute shows that jts purpose when passed
and in its present form was 1o criminalize freudulent and abusive conduct against the Medicure
ant Medicald programs. In the House Report accompanying the 1672 version of the Stalule®,
the stated purpose of the act was to

provide penalties for certain praclices which have long been
regarded by profassional organizations as unethical, as well as
unlawful In soma urisdictions, and which contribute appreciably
{o the cost of the medicare and medicaid programs.

Pub. L. No. 82-603, p. 5083.

In 1677, Congress passed the Medicare and Madicaid Anti-Fraud and Abuse
Ameandments which upgraded the praviously covered offenses to felonies and substantislly
expanded the definltion of prohiblted kickbacks, (Pub. L. No. 85-142). Though the 1877
amondments significantly broadened these typas of financlal arrangements which could be
considered llegal, the purpose of the Anti-Kickback Statute remained the same: to punish
unethical or illegal financlal arrangarnents which increased the cost of Medicald or Magicare.
A 1278 letter from Don E. Nicholson, Director, HHS Office of Program Integrity to the
Honorable Leon E. Panstia, statec the Hsailth Care Financing Administration's ("HCFA "}
urderstanding of the Statute:

The intent of [the antl-kickback and rebate prohibitions] is not
to penalize Individuals or gntities parlicipating in legitimate
transactions. Rather, they are Intanded 1o panslize those
who engage in unethical or lllegal financial anrangements
that unnacessarily Incraase the cost of Foederal health care
programs,

in the comrment to the Final Rule, HCFA acknowledgad that conduct which "would have
been iflegal at any time since the current law was enacted in 1977" would continue 1o be lllegal
today. (56 Fud. Reg. 35944). In other words, tha conduct which Congress intended 10
penalize in the 1877 Act is the conduct which should be penalized prasantly.

it follows that the payment of @ commission to an insurance agent Is not the type of
Megal, urethical business {ransaction which the Anti-Kickback Statute was intended to
criminalize, Indeed, payment of 8 commissien 1o an Insurance agant is exactly the type of
“legltirnate transaction” to which the Antl-Kickback &tatute was poj intended to epply. The
legitimacy of agent comrissions is demonstrates by the fact that evely state, inciuding Floricla,
llcensus insurance agents and requires that only licensed agents sell insurahce. Ag a
consequance of that requirement, the only way 1o sell private health insurance In the State of

'Fub. L. No, 92-603, § 242.
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Florida is through liconsed Insurance agents. It also follows that so long &5 Medicare or
Medicaid funds are being used to fund private hesith insurance, tha utilization of insurance
agents (o markel and sall such insurance will be necessary. The payrent of commissions to
such insurance agents cannof, therefore, be held o unnecassamy" Increase the cost of the
IMedicara or Medicaid programs.

2. Criminal ntent Regylrgment

On its facs, the Anti-Kickback Statute is broadly worded and could, according to ihe
cornments published aleng with the Final Rule, technically cover “many relatively innocuous, or
even benaficlal, commercial arrangements.” (56 Fad, Reg. 35852 (July 28, 1891)). Partly &z a
rzsuit of the Statute's broad language, sufe harbos exclusions were created (o provide scine
guldance as to the business and payment practices which would not be subject 10 criminal
prosecution, The listed safe harbor exclusions {42 C.F.R. § 1001) were never intended,
hovrever, 10 be exhaustive. Indeed, HHS has the authority under the Anti-Kickback Slatute to
cronte additional safe harbors through regulation. (4Z2 U.S.C. § 1320a-7b (B) (E)). In addition,
the comments to {he Final Rule make clear that "ll is . . . not possible 1o provide safe harbor
protections for all business arrangements that are not abuslva " (56 Fod. Reg. 35854).

While the safe harbor exclusions provide some guldance, the primary Inquiry in
deternining whethar any business or payment practice violates the Anti-kickback Statute Is
whether the conduct in question la prmarily Intended to induce the referral of businass
relmburgable undar Medicare or Medicald, As a result of this "criminal intent” requirement, I is
nacausary 1o "examine the Intent of the parties on a case-by-case bnsls." See £8 Fed. Rayg.
35955,

The criminal intent requirement was emphasized in Unfled States vy, Bay State
Ambiylance snd Hospltal Rental Service Inc.. B74 F. 2d 20 (1st Clr. 1888), where following the
Third Cireult, the courl raasoned that the gravamen of Medicare Fraud is "inducement.” The
Bay State Ambulange Court alse recognized that inclucement must be the primary purpose for
meaking the payment -- though it nead not be the only purpose. Id. at 33.

In the proposed teansaction between the AHP snd an insurance agent, the agent would
earn f commission regardless of which health piari he enrolls an individual insured. in
addlition, there &re variaty of factors which will Influance an individual's decision 1o enroll In a
particular health plan. Use of the alliances, in and of themselves, will reduce the rale of the
spent in recommending plans because a major function of the alliances will be {0 provide
consumer education and materials, Suth medenals will intlude side by side comparisons
shovaing for ell plans information on which the consumer usually bases his decision 1o
purghise health insurance. Insurance agents will be raquired to provide these comparistn
charls to all potential enrollees in Florida Health Secunty. The foregoing facliors will
sipnificiantly reduce, If not eliminate, an insuranice agent's ability to induce a participani to
erroll in one health plan over enother . :

Moreover, it is & violation of the Florida Fair Trade Practices Act, Seclion £28.8541 (h) ,
Florida Statutes, for an insurance agant 10 receive &n unlawful rebate. In the face of existing
Fioricde law, and the foregoing considerations, it would be difficult to argue that the purpose of
the commission was primagly Inducement.
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As with all criminal statutes, prosecution under the Antl-Kickback Statule involves 8
ceriain-gegrae of prosecutorial ciascretlon Recognizing this, It was explained in the commarits
to the Final Rule that

in many (but not necessarly  all} instances, prosecutorial
discretion would be exercised not to pursue cases where the
participants appear to have acted in a genulne good-falth attempt
to comply wilh the terms of a safe harbor, but for reasons beyond
their control are not in compliance with the tems of that safe
harbor. In other instances, there may not aven be ar applicable
safe harbor, but the arrangemenl may eppaar Innocuous. (58
Fed. Reg. 35954).

Clearly, the decision to prosecute a particular arrangement would be made on & c8sg-by-cese
basis and depend on & varisty of factors. Factors which have been spsclifically identified by
HZFA include the extent to which "rernuneralions offarad to induce referrals increase Medicare
or Medicaid program costs or result in unnecessary utliitization.” (66 Fed. Reg. 35956). - Other
factors which may be congidered In the dacision to prosecute include ths fraudulent nature of
the transaction and tha extent to which the conduct Is an otherwise acceptable business
practice.

It is the Agency's position that none of the factors which have baaen identified a8
furthering prosecution exist with regard to AHP's payinent of commisslons to insurance apents,
Commilssions paid to Insurance agents wifl not increase Medicaid or Medicare program costs,
excapt to the extent absolulely necassary, nor will thay result In unnecessary utilization of
services. Al the outsel, the primary function of insurance agents -- to enroll particlpants in the
Florida Health Security -~ is & cost which would otherwise have to be absorbad as part of tha
outreiach and ellgibliity determination process. Since aigents are already tralned and avallatla
in all areas of the state, it will ba cost effective 1 use agents rather than employ state workers
to provide such enroliment services.

Additionally, the Florida Heallh Security program will ullimately reduce overall hesih
care costs resulting in @ decreage In Medicald costs. Medicald funds which are now used (o
pay the actual health care costs of Florda's low Ingome rosidents will instead be used to
sudsidize for health Insurance premiums.  Through the managad competition systern
develpped in Flonde as well as improvad progiram management, we expect & raduce the cost
of healih care and, thereby, free up money t¢ be spunt on subsidizing Insurance for Florida's
uninsured. The net resull of this arrangement will be to lower health care costs overall in the
State and provide greater access 10 health care for a significant poriion of Florida's currently
uninsured residents, o

There are scund public policy reasons which compel HCFA and the Department of
Justice to avoid applying the Antl-Kickback Statute to insurance agents. As has been eluded
lo abiove, insurance agents are an Integral part of the existing heallh insurance systee. Thei:
are close to 42, 00D health insurance agents in the State of Florida, Beyond Florida, in the
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entire country, the number of agents salling health insurance is many times larger. Given the
importance of the agent to the health insurance industry, and the growing trend towards using
Federal Medicare/Medicaid doliars 1o fund private health insurance costs, the consequences of
epplying the Anti-Kickback Statute to insurance agents under the Florida Health Security
Frogram wouild be far-reaching,

It bears mantion that the 1977 Anti-Kickback Statute was adopted prior to any such
arrengements between Medicald and private health insurance werp contemplatad. Thus, it
can be presumed that the drafters of the 1972 Act, and the 1877, 1980, 1887 or even 1659
amoandmants did not anticlpate the application of the Anli-Kickback Statute (o Insurance
agents. This is borne ouf by the fact that nowhere in the 1886 comrnents to the Final Rulg, or
ir eny reported court decision, is the application of the Anti-Kickback Statute to Insurance
agents mentloned or discussed, Therefore, as a matier of public policy it is also Inappropiiaie
tc apply the Statute to insurance agants, & group to whieh it can be presumed the Sistute was
naver intendad to apply.

4. Similgr Existing Arrangenients Involving Medicaig/Medicare Funds

There exists in current law Madicaid and Medicare requirements which, ai (sast
Indiretly, resull in Insurance agents bielng paid 2 corarnission to enroli reciplents in Medicald or
Medicare funded health piang, That such arrangemants -- dascribed in more detail below -
ate present in current law, attests to the inherent inconsistency in applying the Anti-KickBsck
Statute to insurance agent commissions. ' :

The Famlly Support Act of 1888, which took effect April 1, 1890,2 requires states 10
extend Medicaid coverage for 12 months to families which leave AFDC cash assistance due 10
eurnings. During the first six months of coverage, states must provids each family with the
seme Medicald coverage the family had while recelving AFDC. During this pariod, states also
have & "Medicald wrap-around” option which allows states 1o use Medicaid funds to pay a
famlly's expensas for premiums, deductibles, and coinsurance for any health care coverage
ofiered by the employer of the caretaker relative. It has bean explained above that insurance
cormpanies are required {o use agents to sell and market thelr health insurance. in that regard,
a prernium generally includes all administrative expenses including the payment of a
sornmission o the insurance agent. Since Mediclald funds are usad to pay for premiums, the
"Meclcald wrap-around” option undoubtedly results -- thougb indirectly -- In insurente agents
beirg pald commissions to refer Insureds 1 Medicald funded heaith plans.

Medicald also funds health maintenance organizations ("HMO's"). These HMO's often
use 3 sales force consisting of licensad sgents. Again, In the case of HMQ's as with tho
"Medicald wrap-around” option, insurance apgénts may be paid a commission out of the
prernlum funded by Medicald. Thus, through Medicald funding HMO's, insurance agents may
also be paid & commission to enroll Ingureds In 8 Medicald funded hesith plan,

Additionally, Section 1806 of the 1980 Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act provides for
mendalory enrolimant of Medicald eligibles In cost effective group health plans as & condition
of Madicaid eligibllity.  Under this arrangernent, Mecicald Is required ta a pay for premiums,
coinsurance, deductibles and other cost sharing obligations. Again, Inasmuch as insuranca

¢ pub. Law No. 100-485,
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agerits are generally used to sell such group health plans, Medicaid funds would be used to
fund the agent's premium. Further, insurance agents may be used to sell a Modicaid funded
health insurance plan, o

Similar examples of Insurance agents salling federally funded heaith plans axist with
ragerd to Medicare, The Medicare Risk Program Is & federally funded health insurance policy
vshich Is sold in private industry and provided through private insurance cariers. Since the
majodty of private health insurance In tha United States is sold through licensed insurance
agents, It can again be assumed that insurance agents raceive 8 commission In selling
Medicare Risk Program policies. :

The foregoing are but 8 few of the numarcus examples of prasent arrangements in
Medicare and Medicald law which result, diréctly or indirectly, in irsurance agents racelving
comnissions for referring insureds to federally funded health care plans. This Agency is rot
awara of any Insiance where the Anti-Kickback Statute has been applied to thesa existing
arrangements. '

in the final anglysis, the very existence of the foregoing practices In Medicalid and
NMecdlicare is a stongindication of the inapplicebility of the Anti-Kickback Statute to the payment
o’ Insurance agent commissions by the AMP. The Ieglsiative history of the Anti-Kickback
- Statute as well as cases construing the statute make clear that the statute was never interded
te apply to a legitimate business transaction such as the payment of commissions to insurance
apgonts. Even if the broad language of the Anti-Kickback Statute could be read to encompaiss
Insurence agents, strong political and policy consldarations militate against applying the
S'atute to such a transaction. Certalnly, the conseguances of any cecision lo rpply the Anli-
Klekback Statute to commissions paid by AHP's 1o insurance agents go far bayoru! the Florida
Haalth Sscurily Program.  Indeed, applying the Anti-Kickback Statute In such a manner could
Jeopardize any slate or Federal health plan which seaks to use federal monies to fund &n
ernployer based health insurance.

*welfare for the middle class.”

Clinton and Chiles discussed the
health care reforms over lunch Monday
in Miami. The president told The Her-
ald's edisorial board he is confident the
federal government will waive its rules
to permit the new insurance subsidy

plan, :

“I believe it will work out, and that
Florida will get its waivers,” Clinton
said.

Clinton said the only major questions
left are from the Department of Justice.
He said a California court dectsion lest
week raised questions about the (ederal
government’s authority to grant approv-
als similar to those sought by Florida.

“We don't think they apply to us.”
said Doug Cock, director of the slaie
Agency for Health Care Administration.
“But they are being cautious.”

Six other states have received similar
federal waivers to use federal money for
custorn-made  heaith programs. Buil
Florida’s proposal would cover more

people than the six other states com-
bined.

Chiles wants to offer $00,000 unin-
sured Flonidians an opportunity to buy
health insurance at a reduced cost. The
premiums would be subsidized with
statc and foderal tax dollacs. The gover-

nor says much of the money for the pro- -

gram would come from savings by hav-
ing Medicaid patienis use HMOs or
similar programs. He insists the pro-
gram would not require a tax increase.’
