shelter and service providers such as humane societies,

veterinarians, kennels, and animal sanctuaries are
encouraged to participate in the drill and to inform the
public about the drill.

More than 1 million people in communities
throughout the states of Alabama, Arkansas,
lllinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Mississippi, Missouri,
and Tennessee will participate in this event.
People and organizations in other states are
also encouraged to participate.

Major earthquakes may happen anywhere you
work, live, or travel in the Central U.S. The
ShakeOut is our chance to practice how to protect
ourselves, and for everyone to become prepared.
The goal is to prevent disasters from becoming
catastrophes.

Hold On” important? As with
+ anything, to act quickly you must
' practice often. You may only have
. seconds to protect yourself in an
earthquake before strong shaking

on you.

+ Discuss what you learned and make improvements.

Get Prepared for Earthquakes:

+ Know areas to move your animals to keep them out of harm.

» Check your facilities for items that might fall and cause injury
and secure them.

» Be prepared that your employees and the animals you care for
may need shelter for 2-3 days.

+ Ask colleagues at other organizations to participate.

» Provide first aid and response training for staff.

Share the ShakeOut:
» Encourage employees to ask their friends, families and
neighbors to register.
