The goal is to prevent disasters from becoming
catastrophes.

As with
anything, to act quickly
you must practice often.

= You may only have seconds
to protect yourself in an earthquake before strong

shaking knocks you down, or something falls on you.

* Inspect your facilities for items that might fall and cause
injury, and secure them.
+ Provide first aid and response training for staff.
« Distribute ShakeOut take-home materials.
