MAINTENANCE: The Lufkin District spends $10 million annually on seal-coat projects. It also spends several
million each year rehabilitating roadways throughout the district.

CONSTRUCTION: In FY 2015, the district will spend more than $24 million on construction projects district-
wide, including $11.39 million to replace the A&NR Railroad Underpass on BU 59 in Lufkin; $5.7 million to
replace seven on-system bridges; $5.1 million for the replacement of 15 off-system bridges; and $4 million for
safety treating fixed objects on nearly 95 miles of various roadways.
