Managed Lanes To Offer Initial ‘2-plus’ Discount

T he new managed lanes under construction in Tarrant and 
Dallas counties will initially off er peak-period discounts to 
cars with two or more occupants. 

The Regional Transportation Council decided last month to open 
the new lanes with rules similar to the current HOV lanes, which have 
required vehicles with two-plus occupants since opening 20 years 
ago. Single-occupant vehicles will be able to use the lanes for a fee, 
but will not qualify for any discounts. To be consistent with the new 
managed lanes, the current HOV lanes will also allow single-occupant 
vehicles to use them, for a toll, if there is suffi  cient capacity.

The RTC worked for several months on policies for the existing high-
occupancy vehicle lanes and the new managed lanes, considering a 
variety of options, including requiring a minimum of three occupants 

in each vehicle to qualify for the lower rate.

Policymakers determined it would be better if the new managed 

lanes, to be called TEXpress Lanes, initially required two or more 

occupants for the 50 percent peak-period discount. The lower rate 

will apply from 6:30-9 am and 3-6:30 pm.

By 2016, vehicles will be required to carry three or more people, 

including the driver, to receive the discount during rush hour. The 

transition could take place sooner, if data support a change, accord-

ing to the policy. 

The new lanes, being built adjacent to toll-free lanes on part of LBJ 

Freeway and the North Tarrant Express, will open in phases, with the 

fi rst segment, on LBJ, slated to welcome cars in December of 2013. ■

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T raffi  c relief is on the way for North Texas motorists who 

rely on Interstate 35E between Dallas and Denton. The 

Texas Transportation Commission chose Archer Western / 

Granite / LANE (AGL) Constructors as the developer for much-

needed improvements to the 28-mile corridor at their December 

2012 meeting. Listed in the Texas Department of Transportation’s 

100 Most Congested Roadways, this segment of I-35E is traveled 

by nearly 200,000 vehicles daily.  Expanding I-35E will reduce 

congestion that results in lost work time, increased fuel costs and 

higher price of goods. The project will improve mobility across 

Lake Lewisville with construction of a second bridge that will off er 

more reliability for commuters during major incidents.

The project will improve existing lanes of the interstate, provide 

continuous frontage roads and construct new, reversible managed 

toll lanes to keep traffi  c moving at 50 mph. Currently, there is $1 

billion in funding available for the project with most coming from SH 

121 regional toll revenue funds dedi-

cated to Denton County.   The ultimate 

build-out cost for all four phases of the 

project is estimated to be $4.8 billion. 

Future phases will be constructed as 

funds become available.

“As we continue to face chal-

lenges with transportation fund-

ing, public/private partnerships 

such as this one will remain es-

sential components for address-

ing our state’s mobility needs and 

spurring our economic prosperity,” 

said Texas Transportation Commis-

sioner Bill Meadows. “We are excited to 

see momentum on I-35E and hope to provide Texas drivers with 

some much-needed traffi  c congestion relief sooner than later.”  

“Grand Parkway was awarded in September followed by I-35W last 

month and I-35E now,” said Phil Wilson, TxDOT Executive Director. 

“These projects represent signifi cant milestones in helping build 

out our infrastructure and providing more options to move people 

and goods around our great state.”

AGL Constructors is a consortium comprised of Archer Western 

Contractors, LLC, Granite Construction Company, and The LANE 

Construction Company.

Construction is slated to begin in 2013 with Phase 1 completion
