The Mustangs claimed the title at its own Thanks-
giving Classic over the weekend, sweeping

a field that included Cal State Fullerton and
Kansas. SMU is 3-2 on the year and is averaging
71.4 points per game. A balanced scoring team
includes five players that average at least nine
points per contest, led by Alicia Froling’s dou-
ble-double statline of 16.2 points, 10.8 rebounds
per game. As a team, SMU is shooting 41.3
percent from the field.

The North Texas-SMU Series

The program’s oldest rivalry will be renewed
when NT faces SMU for the 46th time on Tues-
day. Since the first matchup in 1977, The Mean
Green has a 15-30 record in the all-time series.
NT fell in last year’s contest, 62-55, and hasn’t
beaten the Mustangs since the 2011-12 season.

Last Time Out

Arizona held North Texas to a season-low scoring
output and outlasted the Mean Green by a score
of 49-44 on Friday afternoon at the Super Pit.
Defensively, Arizona limited North Texas to 38
percent shooting and forced 26 North Texas turn-
overs, a season-high for the Mean Green. The
Wildcats also turned that defense into offense,
scoring 24 points off North Texas miscues en
route to a 51-44 win. Acheil Tac neared another
double-double with 12 rebounds and eight points.

A.-Tac’ing the Competition

Senior Acheil Tac is nearly averaging a dou-
ble-double with her 10.8 points, 9.5 rebounds

per game. She has been a model of efficiency

on both sides of the court while leading C-USAin
three categories: FG percentage (63.0), rebounds
(9.5 rpg) and defensive rebounds (7.8 rpg).

Junior Terra Ellison has emerged as perhaps the
top offensive option on the Mean Green roster
this season. After averaging only 5.5 points per
game last year, the guard is leading North Texas
by scoring 13 points per contest. Additionally, she
is shooting 43.4 percent from the field and has
scored in double digits in three of the team’s four
games so far on the season. Her 36.5 minutes
per game is second in the league.

Third-Quarter Force

North Texas tends to respond after halftime. In
fact, the Mean Green hold a 54-42 scoring edge
in the third quarter this season, the only frame
where NT has outscored opponents this season.
The Mean Green and its opponents have scored
65 points in the first quarter of games this year.
Overall, the team’s scoring margin is -3.2

Added to the Mix

Coach Mitchell and staff added walk-on freshman
Orianna Shillow to the Mean Green roster on
Nov. 21 against Texas State. Before the addition,
NT was left with only nine able bodies for the sea-
son. Shillow was a first-team all-district pick for
Stony Point High during her senior season while
finishing second in team history for three-pointers
made in a season (75). She has yet to play in a
collegiate game this year.

What A Way To Start

NT took down No.17 Oklahoma on Nov. 16, and
they did so from OU’s home court. It was the first
time that NT had ever beaten a ranked team, and
the victory served as Jalie Mitchell’s first head
coaching win. Before the loss, the Sooners had
lost dropped one game from its home floor since
the beginning of the 2013-14 season.

Preseason Projections

The C-USA preseason coaches poll wasn't friend-
ly to the Mean Green following the team’s dismal
5-24 record last season. North Texas was picked
to finish dead last in the league poll. Middle
Tennessee, Old Dominion, WKU, Southern Miss
and UTEP were picked to round out the top five.
Meanwhile, no North Texas players were picked
on the preseason all-conference team.

Close Call Conference

Despite the team’s record last season, North
Texas was able to consistently compete in a
tough C-USA slate. In fact, four of the Mean
Green’s wins came in conference games, and
the team lost seven C-USA games by 10 or less
points in 2014-15.

New Coaches On The Block

Coach Mitchell brought in a whole new staff when
she was hired as the eighth head coach in the
team’s history. Associate head coach Bobby Bra-
sel joins the team after most recently working with
Little Rock and assistant coach Aisha Stewart
joins the team after time on the Arkansas State
staff. Mean Green alumni make up the other two
spots on the coaching team, as assistant coach
Kasondra Foreman and director of operations
John Franklin both played college ball at NT.

For years, Jalie Mitchell has topped the record
books at North Texas. Now, North Texas will be at
the top of her resume.

On April 9, 2015, Mitchell returned to her alma
mater to become the eighth head coach in Mean
Green women'’s basketball program history. It

is her first-career head coaching position and a
dream job for the best player in school history.

“| feel incredibly blessed to have this opportunity
to be the head women’s basketball coach at my
alma mater,” Mitchell said. “Since | left here as
a player, it has always been my dream to come
back and one day lead this program. I'm excited
for the challenge of returning this program to the
type of success it had when | played here.”

Mitchell boasts numerous records as a four-year
letterwinniner on the North Texas women'’s bas-
ketball team from 1999-02. She finished as the
Mean Green’s all-time leading scorer with 1,764
points and tops the list of career free throws made
and attempted. In 2002, Mitchell was named Sun
Belt Conference Player of the Year when she
averaged 19.4 points per game.

She earned all-conference honors all four years
at North Texas and was a part of the winningest
senior class in program history, compiling a 77-39
record -- including a 42-4 mark at the Super Pit

-- and making back-to-back WNIT appearances in
2001 and 2002.

Mitchell’s No. 44 is one of two numbers that has
been retired by the Mean Green, and her spectac-
ular playing career culminated in 2007 when she
was inducted into the North Texas Hall of Fame.

“This is a great day for the program, the athletic
department and the entire University of North Tex-

as,” Athletic Director Rick Villarreal said. “We were

able to bring back one of our own who has played
at the highest level, worked with and learned from
some of the most talented coaches in the country
and has proven herself as a premier recruiter
across the nation.”

Previously, Mitchell had been an assistant coach
for four seasons under head coach Karen Aston,
beginning with the 2011-12 campaign with North
Texas. In that campaign, the team went 15-16,

which is its best record of the last nine seasons.

When Aston left the Mean Green to coach the
Longhorns in 2012, Mitchell followed. In her three
seasons at Texas, the team combined for a 60-41
overall record. The Longhorns made the NCAA
Tournament field the last two seasons, including
a Sweet 16 appearance in 2015 -- their first since
2008.

Mitchell began her collegiate coaching career in
2008 as an assistant coach with the Mean Green
under Shanice Stephens. She spent two seasons
at North Texas under Stephens before taking

on the same position at UNC Wilmington for the
2010-11 season. Mitchell helped the Seahawks
finish with a 24-9 record and reach the second
round of the WNIT, both program bests.

“In addition to her coaching and recruiting skills,
Jalie will bring to us an emotion, a passion and
a commitment to the university that she doesn’t
have to think about because it's embedded in
her,” Villarreal continued. “At the end of the day,
this hire was about her ability to bring in quality
players and push them to maximize their talents
in order to build the kind of program we all want.
She brings the added ability to connect to the
Dallas market, not just with student-athletes, but
also with alumni who share her memories and
dreams.”

SAN MARCOS, Texas — Senior forward Acheil Tac recorded her first double-double of
the season and senior guard Teadra Jones added a career-high 16 points, but North
Texas fell in the closing seconds at Texas State on Saturday afternoon, 64-62.

Texas State (2-1) put together a 62-58 lead on a three-point play with 2:11 left. North
Texas (1-2) battled back to tie the game at 62-62 after a key four-point swing with just
over a minute left to play, which included a lay-up by junior guard Kelsey Criner and
then an offensive rebound and put-back by Jones off a missed free throw.

But the Bobcats had one final answer, a drive and lay-up by Texas State guard Taeler
Deer, who led all scorers with 32 points, with 5.4 seconds left that proved to be the
game-winner for the Bobcats.

“I'm very disappointed in the game as a whole,” head coach Jalie Mitchell said. “You
saw a totally different team Monday night, so I'm disappointed in the way that we
showed up and played for most of the game. | told them that the game does not reward
you for just a few good minutes of play.”

Led by Tac and Jones, all five starters for North Texas scored eight or more points in
the contest. As a team, the Mean Green shot 59.5 percent (25-0f-42) from the floor and
9-of-11 from the free-throw line. The team also won the rebounding battle, 32-18, but it
was unable to make enough plays down the stretch to overcome 25 turnovers.

North Texas made each of its first six shots of the game on the way to a 14-8 lead,
which included a 7-2 run to start the contest. Texas State tied the game at 14-14 with
2:03 left in the first quarter and then, after a 12-0 run, grabbed a 28-20 lead with 6:13
left in the second quarter. The Mean Green pulled to within four at 30-26 with 2:26 left
after a pair of free throws by Jones, but they went into halftime trailing 36-28.

Similar to the first half, North Texas started the second half strong, using a 10-2 run

to tie the game at 38-38 with 5:26 left in the third quarter. Texas State pushed its lead
back to 46-40 with 2:38 left, before Tac scored the last four points of the third quarter
to help spur a late push for North Texas. Sparked by Tac's final four points of the third
quarter, North Texas went on a 12-0 run to take a 56-49 lead with 6:51 left in the game
and led as late as the 3:16 mark of the fourth quarter, but it was Texas State that made
enough plays to close out the win.

DENTON — Three players scored in double figures, but North Texas was unable to close
out what would have been the first home win of Jalie Mitchell's coaching career and the
second win over a Power 5 opponent in as many opportunities this season.

Arizona held North Texas to a season-low scoring output and outlasted the Mean Green
by a score of 49-44 on Friday afternoon at the Super Pit. Defensively, Arizona limited
North Texas to 38 percent shooting and forced 26 North Texas turnovers, a season-high
for the Mean Green. The Wildcats also turned that defense into offense, scoring 24 points
off the North Texas miscues.

“A couple of things stand out, looking at the stat sheet,” Mitchell said. “Our turnovers hurt
us a lot today. It was the same story for us last game as well. We have to learn how to
take care of the ball better because you miss out on some opportunities to score and put
points on the board when you don'’t take care of the ball. And then free throws. We had 16
opportunities and only took advantage of seven. That's huge. You miss nine and lose by
seven.”

For North Texas (1-3), junior guard Candice Adams led the way with 12 points, followed
by fellow junior guards Terra Ellison and Kelsey Criner who finished with 11 points and
10 points, respectively. Senior forward Acheil Tac also finished two points shy of her
second double-double of the season, scoring eight points and grabbing 12 rebounds in
the contest.

Sparked by back-to-back 3-pointers by Adams to start the game, North Texas took a 13-5
lead into the media timeout of the first quarter with 4:39 left. The Mean Green led for
27:17 of the game and did not trail until the 9:29 mark in the fourth quarter.

Arizona (4-1) chipped away at the North Texas lead in the second and third quarters, after
trailing 18-11 heading to the second frame. In a third quarter that featured a combined 12
points, 5-0f-18 shooting and 15 turnovers, Arizona battled back to tie the game at 28-28
with 6:55 left, and the teams went to the fourth quarter tied at 32-32.

The Wildcats then grabbed their first lead of the game, a 34-32 advantage, as part of a
10-0 run on a layup by junior forward Breanna Workman with 9:29 left in the game.

Arizona took its largest lead of the game, 43-35, with 3:38 left after a 5-0 run, all the points
courtesy of Workman, who finished with 13 points. North Texas pulled to within four at 47-
43 with 1:15 left on a banked-in 3-pointer by senior guard Kasiney Williams, but that was
as close as the Mean Green would get the rest of the way.
