1.0  SCOPE OF WORK/DESCRIPTION OF GOODS  
  (COMMODITY CODE: 785-76, 785-32, 967-31)  
 

In accordance with Education Code 51.9335, the University of North Texas System, subsequently 
referred to as UNTS, is accepting proposals and intends to enter into an agreement with a successful 
respondent who specializes in classroom audio/video equipment and integration in a control system, in 
accordance with the terms and conditions and requirements set forth in this Request for Proposal.  The 
resulting pricing, terms and conditions shall be extended to the University of North Texas (UNT), the 
University of North Texas Health Science Center (UNTHSC), University of North Texas at Dallas 
(UNTD) and any other institutions of higher education interested in utilizing the agreement, as allowed 
by the Texas Education Code.   
 

2.0 OVERVIEW 
UNT System seeks to upgrade audio/video technology in three classrooms at the College of Law  
(CoL) campus in downtown Dallas.  Currently, the COL classrooms have audio, video, lecture 
capture, control systems, document cameras, and microphone audio capture.  This project will 
upgrade the current technology to be consistent with that available in other rooms at the campus. 
  

3.0 BACKGROUND  
The University of North Texas System serves the North Texas area and is one of the nation’s largest 
public universities.  Approximately 41,000 students are enrolled in undergraduate, graduate, and 
professional programs across its member campuses, which include The University of North Texas at 
Dallas, the University of North Texas Health Science Center in Fort Worth, The University of Texas 
Dallas College of Law, and the flagship University of North Texas in Denton.    
 

4.0 OBJECTIVES  
The objective of this solicitation is to obtain proposals for audio/video equipment needs, design and 
competitive quotations for turnkey project, including equipment, installation, programming, and 
warranty.  Equipment is to include, but not limited to, projection, audio and video, lecture capture, 
document camera, cabling requirements, and podium and equipment rack.  
 
UNTS will work closely with awarded vendor regarding data requirements, programming needs, and 
will provide oversight as required.  
  

5.0 REQUIREMENTS 
Appendix I, Specification/Pricing Worksheet 

 
Proposed system must be comparable to the currently-installed Crestron control system.   Awarded 
vendor will be responsible for the purchase, installation, and programming of all equipment, to 
include parts and/or related components, to full functionality.  Upon completion of installation, the 
vendor’s Project Manager as well as field integration team will perform functionality tests on the 
entire system.    Final acceptance of functionality will be determined by UNTS.  
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Warranty: 
A. Standard 3-year hardware warranty with 24-hour response time for out-of-service calls. 
B. One (1) year full system warranty, including programming, on-site diagnostics and labor, 

bench repair labor, and all necessary parts.

8.0 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS 

Awarded bidder will procure, pay for, and maintain with insurance carriers the coverage as listed, 
below.  Contractor must provide proper certification and/or insurance documentation to UNTS prior 
to commencement of any work.  Work may not begin until all documentation is received and has 
been approved by UNTS in writing. 
 
Insurance certificates requirements: 

• show that the contractual liability coverage is applicable to the agreement, and set forth the 
address and specific location of the project; address to be established during permit process 

• set forth in full a hold-harmless agreement that is acceptable to UNTS 
• include a provision that UNTS will be given thirty (30) days written notice of cancellation, 

non-renewal, or material changes of insurance coverage 
• include no disclaimer for failure to notify UNTS; failure to give notice will not relieve 

insurance carrier of responsibility 
 

 A. Worker’s compensation insurance 
1. The contractor shall secure and keep in effect such insurance as will protect 

contractor from claims under all workers’ compensation laws, including 
occupational disease, as required by the State of Texas. 

2. Contractor shall ascertain that all sub-contractors secure and keep in effect similar 
insurance covering their employees. 
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3. Workers’ compensation at statutory limits and include employer’s liability at the 
following limits: 
a. $500,000 each incident, bodily injury by accident 
b. $500,000 policy limit, bodily injury by disease 
c. $500,000 each employee, bodily injury by disease 
d. Waiver of subrogation for workers’ compensation in favor of UNTS. 

B. Liability insurance 
The contractor shall maintain and pay for commercial general liability insurance, including 
contractual liability and automobile liability insurance, with a carrier or carriers that is 
satisfactory to UNTS.  Certificates of such insurance(s) shall be filed by the Contractor with 
UNTS and is subject to UNTS’ approval prior to commencement of work. 
1. Commercial general liability 

a. UNTS named as an additional insured where its interest may appear and waiver of 
subrogation in favor of UNTS. 

b. $1,000,000 each occurrence minimum limit 
c. $2,000,000 aggregate minimum limit 

2. Business automobile liability 
a. UNTS named as an additional insured where its interest may appear and waiver of 

subrogation in favor of UNTS. 
b. $1,000,000 combined single limit, each occurrence 

3. Umbrella liability insurance with $2,000,000 limit 
 
9.0 PRICING 

Respondents are to use Appendix I, Specification/Pricing Worksheet to submit a detailed itemized 
list of hardware, costs, fees, or any other charges that may be accessed.  Include any required 
software licensing and maintenance charges, implementation, or consulting services, and time and 
materials.

UNTS, in its sole discretion, it may discuss and negotiate 
all elements of the offers submitted by selected respondents who qualify within the competitive 
range.  Invited respondents are afforded equal opportunity for discussion and revision of their 
offer.
