Reinforcements Arrived - Point guard
Chris Jones made his return to the court
after missing 16 games with a broken
foot sustained on Dec. 29 at Western
Kentucky. The sophomore, who was
averaging a league-best 5.1 assists per
game prior to his injury, tallied six as-
sists to just one turnover in 20 minutes
on Saturday at South Alabama.

Protect The Pit - North Texas is 7-7 at
home this year, and has an opportunity on
Thursday to keep the program’s streak of
winning home records alive. NT has had
a winning record at the Super Pit in each
of the last nine seasons, and can make it 10
seasons with a win over the Red Wolves.
Since the Super Pit opened in 1973, NT has
posted a winning record in 27 of the 39 sea-
sons at the venue.

Tourney Talk - North Texas (6-13 SBC)
would be the No. 10 seed if the SBC Tour-
nament started today, but could move
into the No. 9 seed with some help from
Troy (6-12 SBC). The Trojans have two
games left, against No. 1 Middle Tennes-
see and No. 3 South Alabama, and remain
a half game ahead of NT in the standings.
North Texas owns the tiebreaker over Troy
thanks to a pair of regular season wins over
the Trojans. So, an NT win on Thursday
would force Troy to win out to keep the
No. 9 seed.

Sultans Of Swat - Thanks to the block-
ing prowess of Tony Mitchell, NT is on
the cusp of breaking the program’s single
season team blocks record. This week NT
moved into second place with 143 on the
year. NT is just eight swats behind the
2006-07 squad’s record of 151. NT ranks
44th in the country with 4.8 blocks per
game, and Mitchell’s 2.7 per game ranks
18th in the NCAA.

Banged Up - Due to mounting injuries, NT
will take the court with just eight scholar-
ship players. NT has lost Brandan Walton,
Justin Patton and Jacob Holmen to season
ending injuries this year. NT's injuries have
already accounted for 75 individual games
missed in 2012-13.

INSIDE THE MATCHUP

e Arkansas State leads the overall series
with the Mean Green 21-18, although the
Mean Green has taken two of the last three
meetings in the series - including the Sun
Belt Tournament semifinal matchup, 76-
72, in Hot Springs, Ark. The home team
has taken the regular season meetings
in each of the last two years. Since these
two programs met in the 2006-07 SBC title
game, NT is 9-5 against the Red Wolves.

® The last time these two teams got to-
gether ASU took an overtime thriller, 75-
66, in Jonesboro on Feb. 2. NT led by seven
with 1:07 left in regulation, but couldn’t
hold off ASU. Jordan Williams led three
NT players in double figures.

® ASU is led by one of the SBC’s most ac-
complished head coaches, John Brady. A
two-time SEC Coach of the Year, Brady
led LSU to a pair of SEC titles and a trip to
the Final Four in 2005-06. Since coming to
Jonesboro, Brady is 78-75 overall.

® Arkansas State owns one of the Sun
Belt’s most stingy and opportunistic de-
fenses. The Red Wolves are holding their
opponents to 61.9 points per game, which
ranks second in the league. That’s due in
large part to their aggressive defense that
leads the conference turnover margin
(+3.5), and ranks second in steals (8.9). Ed
Townsel and Rakeem Dickerson are the
catalysts with 1.7 and 1.4 steals per game.

® Keeping ASU and Brandon Peterson off
the boards will be a big key to the game.
Only South Alabama’s Augustine Rubit
averages more offensive boards than Pe-
terson’s 3.3 per game, while ASU ranks
second in the SBC with 12.6 as a team.

Beast Of The Block - Tony Mitchell now
owns the top two blocks seasons in NT his-
tory (80, 70), as well as the program’s career
record (150). In fact, the he ranks seventh in
the nation in career blocks per game (2.83)
amongst all active players.

Four Score - Over the last 10 games, the
four core NT players - Tony Mitchell, Roger
Franklin, Jordan Williams and Alzee Wil-
liams - have accounted for 83.1 percent of
NT's scoring while shooting a combined 44.1
percent. The rest of the team is shooting 36.0
percent and is averaging a combined 11.1
points per game.

Hot Shots - NT shot 75.0 percent from
the floor against FIU on Feb. 9, which was
among the best shooting performances
in NCAA history. NT not only broke the
school record, but also topped the best
shooting performance ever in a Sun Belt
game. In the NCAA, only one game over
the last five years topped NT's 75.0 percent
shooting.

Minute Monster - Alzee Williams has been
a workhorse for North Texas over the past
two years. In fact, the junior is on pace to
top the 1,000 minute barrier in back-to-back
seasons. Only one other player in school
history, Josh White (‘09, ‘10, “11), can claim
multiple 1,000-plus minute seasons.

28th Ranked Recruiting Class - NT coach
Tony Benford just laid the foundation
on the nation’s No. 28 ranked recruiting
class according to HoopScoopOnline.com,
which includes Seguin’s Greg Wesley,
Kingwood'’s Josh Friar and Oldsmar Chris-
tian big-man Tony Nunn. NT's class is
ranked higher than that of any SBC school
or future CUSA foe.

Tough Schedule - Matchups against No.
16/15 Creighton, the NIT Season Tip-Off,
St. Louis and Lehigh got the attention of
USA Today, which ranked the NT sched-
ule as the nation’s fifth toughest overall,
and the best by any mid-major this year.

Third Straight Final - NT has advanced
to the Sun Belt Tournament finals in each
of the last three years. That makes NT just

One of the nation’s most respected assistant coaches, Tony Benford, has taken the reigns of the
North Texas men’s basketball program.

A veteran of 20 years in Division I basketball and 14 postseason appearances, Benford served as the
associate head coach under Buzz Williams at Marquette last season; his fourth year with the Golden
Eagles. During his time at Marquette, Benford helped recruit and coach six All-Big East players, includ-
ing 2012 Big East Player of the Year Jae Crowder.

Tabbed by Basketball Times, Fox Sports and Hoop Scoop as one of the country’s top assistant coaches,
Benford also spent time at Nebraska (2006-08), Arizona State (1998-06) and New Mexico (1992-98)
developing some of the nation’s most talented players.

“I couldn’t be more excited about the opportunity of taking over the basketball program at North
Texas,” Benford said. “I would like to thank Rick Villarreal and President V. Lane Rawlins for this op-
portunity, and Johnny Jones for doing such a great job in making North Texas a winner. My philosophy
is all about the players, and we will do everything in ensure that our players grow in the classroom, the
community and on the court.”

In his career Benford recruited and coached five NBA first-round draft picks: Garland, Texas; Ike Diogu
(Arizona St., ’05), Charles Smith (New Mexico, 97), Kenny Thomas (New Mexico, '99), Lazar Hay-
ward (Marquette, ‘10) and Jimmy Butler (Marquette, *11), as well as three second-round picks in Eddie
House (Arizona St., ‘00), Tommy Smith (Arizona St., ’03) and Jeff Pendergraph (Arizona St., ‘09).

A native of Hobbs, N.M., Benford played collegiately at Texas Tech and was the catalyst for the Red
Raiders Southwest Conference regular-season and tournament titles in 1985, and their 1986 SWC Tour-
nament championship. He earned All-Southwest Conference and SWC Tournament MVP honors as a
senior. The Boston Celtics selected Benford in the fourth round of the 1986 NBA Draft, and he played
professionally in Holland for the 1986-87 season.

With Williams and Benford at the helm at Marquette, the Golden Eagles have reached the NCAA
Tournament’s Sweet 16 in each of the last two years. Marquette was ranked No. 11 in the final AP
poll of 2012, and ranked 31st in the country in scoring offense with an average of 75.4 points per
game. MU won at least 20 games and reached the NCAA Tournament in each of Benford’s four
years with the program.

Before arriving at Marquette, he had spent the previous two campaigns at Nebraska under head coach
Doc Sadler. The Huskers collected 37 total victories in the two seasons, highlighted by a trip to the
National Invitation Tournament in 2008. The squad posted 20 wins in 2007-08, just the 12th 20-win
campaign in the program’s 112-year history. North Texas forward Alonzo Edwards was recruited to
Nebraska by Benford prior to transferring to Denton.

Benford served on the Arizona State bench as an assistant coach for his first six years in Tempe before
being named associate head coach for his last two seasons. Benford helped the Sun Devils to four post-
season appearances during his tenure, including earning a spot in the second round of the 2003 NCAA
Tournament. While at ASU, Benford recruited Keith Wooden and George Odufuwa to Phoenix before
the pair transferred to North Texas and went on to start a combined 143 games for the Mean Green.

In six seasons with New Mexico, Benford helped the Lobos reach five NCAA Tournament bids while
winning 73.2 percent of their games (139-51 record). New Mexico picked up a pair of Western Athletic
Conference tournament titles in 1993 and 1996, and a regular-season championship in 1994. During his
stint with the Lobos, Benford coached the top four scorers in program history, including all-time leading
scorer in Kenny Thomas.

As a prep all-star, Benford was a Converse All-American and the New Mexico Player of the Year
after pouring in 27.5 points per game as a senior at Hobbs High School. He led Hobbs to the state
title in his final season, earning MVP honors of the state championship tournament after posting
29 points in the title game.
