Four Score - Over the last seven games,
the four core NT players - Tony Mitch-
ell, Roger Franklin, Jordan Williams and
Alzee Williams - have accounted for 83.4
percent of NT's scoring while shooting
a combined 45.9 percent. The rest of the
team is shooting 35.2 percent and is aver-
aging a combined 11.1 points per game.

Hot Shots - North Texas shot 75.0 per-
cent from the floor against FIU last
Saturday, which was among the best
shooting performances in recent NCAA
history. Here is a list of that game’s ac-
colades ...

¢ Shattered the 18 year-old NT record
(67.4 vs. SHSU, 1/28/95).

¢ Best shooting mark ever in a Sun Belt
game (71.1, WKU vs. UAB, 2/24/84).

¢ Top team performance in the NCAA

¢ In the NCAA, only one game over the
last five years topped NT's performance
(77.5, Creighton vs. Southern Illinois,
2/14/12).

* Just missed the list of top 25 shooting
games in NCAA history.

Banged Up - Due to mounting injuries,
NT will take the court with just eight
scholarship players for the rest of the
regular season. NT has lost Brandan
Walton, Chris Jones, Justin Patton and
Jacob Holmen to season ending injuries
this year. NT’s injuries have already ac-
counted for 64 individual games missed
in 2012-13.

INSIDE THE MATCHUP

® NT leads the overall series with Troy, 9-3,
including a 2-2 mark in Troy, a 4-1 record
at the Super Pit and a 2-0 record in the Sun
Belt Conference Tournament. NT and Troy
first met in 2006 in the Trojans” first season
in the Sun Belt Conference. NT has knocked
off Troy in two of the last three SBC Tourna-
ments, including the final in 2010.

® Don Maestri has been at the helm of the
Troy basketball program since 1982, and
has guided the Trojans from a Division II
program to conference championships in
three different leagues and a 2010 SBC title
game appearance.

e Unlike in previous years, the Trojans have
struggled at times shooting the ball. Troy
ranks last in the Sun Belt and 311th nation-
ally with a 40.1 field goal percentage. Ironi-
cally, Troy’s Ray Chambers is among the
league’s most accurate shooters, and ranks
second in the SBC with a mark of 55.6 per-
cent on the year.

* As always, the 3-pointer is a major part
of the Trojans arsenal. Troy has attempted
a Sun Belt-high 556 three-pointers, and a
league-high 37.1 percent of their shots come
from deep. Troy is hitting 31.3 percent from
3-point, which ranks ninth in the SBC.

* Tony Mitchell has been outstanding
against Troy throughout his brief career.
The sophomore poured in 29 points and
15 rebounds against the Trojans in January,
and is averaging 17.5 points per game on
52.2 percent shooting for his career against
Troy.

¢ No one in the league takes care of the ball
like Troy. The Trojans average a Sun Belt
low 10.6 turnovers per game, which ranks
10th in the country. Troy also leads the SBC
with a 1.1 assist-to-turnover ratio, which
ranks 96th nationally.

e Troy is coming off a 69-61 win over FIU
on Thursday in which the Trojans shot 49.0
percent from the floor.

NT knocked off the Owls, 61-59, in over-
time in January. NT is 1.5 games behind
No. 9 Louisiana and 2.5 back of No. 8 Troy.

Minute Monster - Alzee Williams has been
a workhorse for North Texas over the past
two years. In fact, the junior is on pace to
top the 1,000 minute barrier in back-to-back
seasons. Only one other player in school
history, Josh White (‘09, ‘10, ‘11), can claim
multiple 1,000-plus minute seasons.

One of the nation’s most respected assistant coaches, Tony Benford, has taken the reigns of the
North Texas men’s basketball program.

A veteran of 20 years in Division I basketball and 14 postseason appearances, Benford served as the
associate head coach under Buzz Williams at Marquette last season; his fourth year with the Golden
Eagles. During his time at Marquette, Benford helped recruit and coach six All-Big East players, includ-
ing 2012 Big East Player of the Year Jae Crowder.

Tabbed by Basketball Times, Fox Sports and Hoop Scoop as one of the country’s top assistant coaches,
Benford also spent time at Nebraska (2006-08), Arizona State (1998-06) and New Mexico (1992-98)
developing some of the nation’s most talented players.

“I couldn’t be more excited about the opportunity of taking over the basketball program at North
Texas,” Benford said. “I would like to thank Rick Villarreal and President V. Lane Rawlins for this op-
portunity, and Johnny Jones for doing such a great job in making North Texas a winner. My philosophy
is all about the players, and we will do everything in ensure that our players grow in the classroom, the
community and on the court.”

In his career Benford recruited and coached five NBA first-round draft picks: Garland, Texas; Ike Diogu
(Arizona St., ’05), Charles Smith (New Mexico, 97), Kenny Thomas (New Mexico, '99), Lazar Hay-
ward (Marquette, ‘10) and Jimmy Butler (Marquette, *11), as well as three second-round picks in Eddie
House (Arizona St., ‘00), Tommy Smith (Arizona St., ’03) and Jeff Pendergraph (Arizona St., ‘09).

A native of Hobbs, N.M., Benford played collegiately at Texas Tech and was the catalyst for the Red
Raiders Southwest Conference regular-season and tournament titles in 1985, and their 1986 SWC Tour-
nament championship. He earned All-Southwest Conference and SWC Tournament MVP honors as a
senior. The Boston Celtics selected Benford in the fourth round of the 1986 NBA Draft, and he played
professionally in Holland for the 1986-87 season.

With Williams and Benford at the helm at Marquette, the Golden Eagles have reached the NCAA
Tournament’s Sweet 16 in each of the last two years. Marquette was ranked No. 11 in the final AP
poll of 2012, and ranked 31st in the country in scoring offense with an average of 75.4 points per
game. MU won at least 20 games and reached the NCAA Tournament in each of Benford’s four
years with the program.

Before arriving at Marquette, he had spent the previous two campaigns at Nebraska under head coach
Doc Sadler. The Huskers collected 37 total victories in the two seasons, highlighted by a trip to the
National Invitation Tournament in 2008. The squad posted 20 wins in 2007-08, just the 12th 20-win
campaign in the program’s 112-year history. North Texas forward Alonzo Edwards was recruited to
Nebraska by Benford prior to transferring to Denton.

Benford served on the Arizona State bench as an assistant coach for his first six years in Tempe before
being named associate head coach for his last two seasons. Benford helped the Sun Devils to four post-
season appearances during his tenure, including earning a spot in the second round of the 2003 NCAA
Tournament. While at ASU, Benford recruited Keith Wooden and George Odufuwa to Phoenix before
the pair transferred to North Texas and went on to start a combined 143 games for the Mean Green.

In six seasons with New Mexico, Benford helped the Lobos reach five NCAA Tournament bids while
winning 73.2 percent of their games (139-51 record). New Mexico picked up a pair of Western Athletic
Conference tournament titles in 1993 and 1996, and a regular-season championship in 1994. During his
stint with the Lobos, Benford coached the top four scorers in program history, including all-time leading
scorer in Kenny Thomas.

As a prep all-star, Benford was a Converse All-American and the New Mexico Player of the Year
after pouring in 27.5 points per game as a senior at Hobbs High School. He led Hobbs to the state
title in his final season, earning MVP honors of the state championship tournament after posting
29 points in the title game.
