Two In The Top 30 - This 2009-10 Mean
Green squad now has two players
among the top 30 scorers in program
history. With 17 points at Middle Ten-
nessee, Tristan Thompson moved into
the top 30. The junior now has 849 ca-
reer points after reaching double-fig-
ures in each of the last 13 games. Josh
White, NT’s leading scorer at 14.6 per
game, ranks 16th in NT history with
1,071 points.

Double-Double-Odufuwa - George
Odufuwa has now posted four straight
double-doubles, which ups his career
total to 10. The junior is averaging 11.3
points and 10.5 rebounds per game
this year.

Strong Closers - North Texas has a
history of peaking in the month of
February under Johnny Jones. Since
2006-07, the Mean Green is 16-8 in Feb.,
but more importantly, has gone on sig-
nificant streaks thanks to its Feb. play.
NT closed the 2006-07 season with five
straight wins over SBC teams, won six
of its final eight in ‘07-08 and won eight
of its last 10 games in ‘08-09.

INSIDE THE GAME

e The Mean Green leads the overall series
with Florida Atlantic 3-1, including a per-
fect 3-0 mark at the Super Pit. The average
margin of defeat in NT’s three wins at the
Super Pit is 10.7 points per game.

e North Texas ended the Owls’ season in
2009 with a 79-73 victory in the first round
of the Sun Belt Tournament at the Super
Pit. Dominique Johnson made two clutch
free throws to hold off a late rally from
Florida Atlantic to advance to Hot Springs.
Josh White scored 23 points and was joined
by 21 points from Eric Tramiel. NT shot an
amazing 29-of-35 from the free throw line
and Tramiel was a big part of that by con-
necting on 13-of-14. Paul Graham III had
helped lead the Owls with 18 of his team-
high 23 points coming in the second half.

® FAU scored a 106-88 home win over ri-
val FIU on Saturday night, which are the
most points scored by a team in a Sun Belt
Conference game this year. The Owls had
five players in double figures and shot 58.6
percent from the floor and 50.0 percent
from 3-point. Greg Gantt tallied 25 points
and Shavar Richardson added 22 in the
FAU win.

e Against the Golden Panthers on Satur-
day, FAU piled up 26 assists - the most by
a Sun Belt team this year. The main culprit
was the Owls second-leading assist man,
Alex Tucker, who posted a school-record
16 dimes. Tucker’s tally was just one as-
sist shy of the Sun Belt record, and is the
most by an SBC player since Louisiana-
Lafayette’s Brad Boyd dished out 17 assists
against North Texas on Jan. 24, 2002.

¢ Thursday’s game will feature a show-
down in the paint. FAU leads the Sun Belt
in offensive rebounds per game (13.1) and
blocks (4.9), while the Mean Green has
the league’s top individual rebounder in
George Odufuwa. The junior leads the
SBC in total rebounds (10.5) as well as of-
fensive (3.5) and defensive boards (7.0).

Five Alive - North Texas is known as
one of the nation’s deepest teams, but
the starters have scored 213 of NT’s
234 points (91 percent) in its last three
games. All five starters reached double
figures against both South Alabama
and Western Kentucky, led by Eric Tra-
miel’s 25 points in each outing. Thurs-
day’s game at Western Kentucky was
just the fourth time in the Johnny Jones
era (since ‘01-02) that all five starters
reached double figures, and marked the
first time in consecutive games.

Manufacturing Points - North Texas
has used its superior interior players
to turn offensive rebounds into points
over the last eight games. North Texas
has grabbed an average of 13.6 offensive
rebounds, and has turned them into
14.4 second chance points per game
over that span.

Sun Belt Specialist - Tristan Thompson
has been simply electric in Sun Belt play
this year, ranking second in the confer-
ence with an average of 18.8 points per
contest in league play.

Take It To The Bank - A halftime lead
has been a sure thing for North Texas
this year. The Mean Green is 11-0 so
far this season when heading into the
break with a lead.

Two-Minute Drill - In the final two
minutes of the win over South Alabama,
North Texas hit 6-o0f-6 free throws to ice
the game. One of the SBC’s top free-
throw shooting squads, NT has been
clutch from the charity stripe all year.
Eight of the Mean Green’s 12 wins have
come down to free throws in the final
minutes to seal the victory. NT is 54-of-
64 (84.4 percent) from the stripe in the
final two minutes of those games. Josh
White (27-32) and Tristan Thompson
(14-17) are shooting a combined 83.7
percent in the final two minutes this
year.

All Alone In Second - Johnny Jones
stands alone in second place in North
Texas career wins after the 83-78 win
over UALR on New Year’s Eve. Jones’
135th win passed Hall-of-Famer Bill
Blakeley for second in program his-
tory. Blakeley, who complied a 134-85
mark from 1976-83, also coached the
Dallas Chaparrals before they became
the San Antonio Spurs. Only one oth-
er NT coach has coached more games
than Jones - Pete Shands (482 games in
22 years).

Pressure Pit - The Mean Green has made
the Super Pit one of the nation’s tough-
est places to play. NT won a school-re-
cord 15 home games in 2007-08, and has
won 58 games at the Super Pit over the
last five years — the most in any period
in school history. As a matter of fact,
no other team in the Sun Belt has won
more home games since 2006-07 than
the Mean Green.

Eighty Or Bust - One of the highest
scoring teams in the nation, North Tex-
as is deadly when it reaches 80 points.
The Mean Green ranked 31st in the na-
tion with 77.3 points per game last year,
and is 71-16 all-time under Johnny Jones
when scoring 80 or more.

Best In The West- North Texas was
tabbed as the favorite in the Sun Belt
West Division in every major preseason
publication, as well as the league’s
coaches in the SBC’s annual Preseason
Poll. NT was picked alone atop the West
Division for the first time since joining
the league in 2000. The Mean Green gar-
nered the top spot with a league-high
85 points, and nine first place votes. NT
was picked in a tie with UALR for the
West’s top spot in last year’s poll.

Mean Green 20/20/20 - NT finished last
season with a 20-12 mark, giving the

program back-to-back-to-back 20-win
seasons for the first time since 1976-78.
NT is one of only three teams in the Sun
Belt (South Alabama & Western Ken-
tucky) and three in the state of Texas
(Texas & Texas A&M) to win at least 20
games in each of the last three years. The
Mean Green had won a total of 20 games
in the four years prior to Johnny Jones’
arrival.

Air Time - NT is slated to appear on
television 17 times in the 2009-10 regu-
lar season, including a four-pack of na-
tionally televised games. North Texas
will appear on FSN-Southwest in its Big
XII showdowns with Oklahoma State
and Texas A&M on Nov. 21 and Dec. 7.
The Sun Belt Network will air the Mean
Green’s games against UALR on Feb. 20
and ULM on Feb. 27. Every North Texas
home game can be seen locally in Den-
ton on NTTV. The Mean Green will have
additional chances for televised games at
the SBC Tourney.

Deadly From Downtown - One of the
all-time great three-point shooting pro-
grams, North Texas has now hit a three-
pointer in each game dating back to the
1987-88 season - a span of 623 games.

92nd Season - North Texas is playing
its 92nd season of basketball, compiling
an all-time record of 1,012-1,168-1. North
Texas State Normal College, as the school
was known in 1917, played its first bas-
ketball game on January 17 in a 25-23
loss at home to SMU. Since then, North
Texas has hauled in 16 conference titles
(14 regular season and two tournament
championships) and three postseason
appearances (NCAA in 1988, 2007 and
NAIA in 1943).
