Five Straight - North Texas” current five-
game win streak is its longest since the
2007 Sun Belt championship game. That
Mean Green squad knocked off Arkansas
State in the title game for its fifth straight
victory. With one more win this year’s win
streak would be the longest since the 1991-
92 squad won eight consecutive games.

Fun In February - Since World War II,
only two Mean Green basketball teams
have managed to remain undefeated in
the month of February. With three games
remaining in the Valentine month, this
year’s team is 5-0. The last team to accom-
plish this feat was the 1987-88 NCA A Tour-
nament-bound squad, who went 8-0 in
February. The 1977-78 Bill Blakely coached
bunch also went 8-0 in February.

400 Club - Josh White and Tristan Thomp-
son are both on pace for 400 point seasons,
which would make them just the 14th set
of teammates in NT history to reach that
plateau. White, who has 389 points al-
ready, would be just the 15th NT player
to have multiple 400-point campaigns af-
ter scoring 404 as a freshman in 2007-08.
Thompson has 366 points this year.

Hello Bye - If the Sun Belt Conference
Tournament were to start today, North
Texas would earn its first opening round
bye since joining the league in 2000. At 10-5
in SBC play, North Texas is currently the
No. 3 seed and trails only Arkansas State
(10-4) for the West Division lead. Prior to
this year, the highest seed the Mean Green
ever attained is No. 4 (2008-09).

Winning Ways - With three regular sea-
son games and the SBC Tourney remain-
ing, NT is just two wins shy of an unprec-
edented fourth straight 20-win season.
Already the winningest four-year stretch
in the program’s history, NT has notched a
.500 record or better in each of the last six
years - the most by NT since 1931.

Free Throw Kings - For a second straight
year, NT leads the NCAA in free throws
made per game. NT is averaging 20.2
makes per game this year, which repre-
sents 27 percent of the Mean Green’s 75.2
points per game - the nation’s 58th ranked
offense. NT hit 20.3 per game in 2008-09.

Told You He Could Pass! - Josh White is
four assists shy of 100 in 2009-10, and only
four away from the school record books.
The junior already has 222 career dimes,
and is close to passing Tom Etchison (226
from 1993-95) for 10th place in NT history.

INSIDE THE GAME

o UALR leads the all-time series 14-5, includ-
ing a 12-3 mark since North Texas joined the
Sun Belt Conference in 2000-01. The Mean
Green is 1-5 against the Trojans at the Super
Pit, but did knock off UALR, 83-78, on New
Years Eve in Little Rock.

e If recent history is any indication, fans
are in for an edge-of-their-seat game when
North Texas and UALR tip it off on Thurs-
day. Since joining the Sun Belt in 2000-01,
eight of the 15 meetings between these two
schools have either been decided in over-
time or by less than five points. As a matter
of fact, each of the last five games have been
decided by five points or less.

® The Trojans are led by a trio of double-
digit scorers - Solomon Bozeman (14.2), Alex
Garcia-Mendoza (11.0) and Matt Mouzy
(10.3). Bozeman takes nearly 20 percent of
UALR’s shots, and is still averaging 4.3 as-
sists per game. Mike Smith leads the Trojans
with 59 rebounds per contest, and Montrell
Thornton is tops with 23 blocks.

e The Jack Stephen’s Center had been a fruit-
less venue for the Mean Green until New
Year’s Eve. Opened in 2005-06, NT was 0-4
in the 5,600 seat facility until the 83-78 vic-
tory over the Trojans. That win leaves just
one more winless Sun Belt venue for NT.
The Mean Green is 0-1 at Florida Atlantic.

e Last time vs UALR: North Texas held off
UALR, 83-78, to win for the first time inside
the Stephens Center. Clutch shooting down
the stretch from Tristan Thompson and Josh
White powered NT. George Odufuwa also
had a career-high 20 points. With the win,
Johnny Jones moved into second in school
history in career wins with 135. Trailing 75-
72 with less than two minutes in the game,
Thompson hit his sixth 3-pointer to tie the
game up. Then White nailed a 3-pointer
with 44 seconds left to put North Texas up
for good. Thompson led all scorers with
26 points, while Alex Garcia-Mendoza led
UALR with 21.

Record Book Boards - George Odufuwa
ranks 14th in the country in rebound-
ing at 10.4 per game, and needs just
two more boards to tie Kenneth Lyons
(1981-82) for 10th place in school history
for single season rebounds. The junior
already has 271 rebounds this year.

Dishing It Out - North Texas tallied 24
assists against Houston Baptist on Mon-
day, which ties for the fifth most ever
by a Mean Green squad. The last time
an NT team had more assists came back
in 1996 (26 vs. Mary Hardin-Baylor).

Racking Up Conference Wins - North
Texas is 10-5 in Sun Belt play, and can tie
for the most league wins in the Johnny
Jones era with just one more victory. As
a matter of fact, with three SBC games
left NT has a chance to tie the school re-
cord for conference wins at 13. That re-
cord was set back in 1926-27, when John
Reid led his squad to a 13-2 record en
route to the Texas Intercollegiate Ath-
letic Association title.

E.T. Bringing It Home - There’s no de-
nying that Eric Tramiel has been electric
since his return from injury 10 games
ago, but his return has awakened the
Mean Green as well. The senior is aver-
aging 15.3 points on 62.1 percent shoot-
ing, and has nine blocks over that span.
NT is 8-2 since Tramiel’s return to the
court.

Road Warriors - Winning on the road is
what separates the good teams from the
elite, and NT has been the Sun Belt’s top
road team in 2009-10. The Mean Green

is 8-6 away from the Super Pit this year,
which is the best true road record (not
counting neutral court games) in the
league. With one road game remaining,
NT has a chance to tie the 1976-77 school
record for true road wins at nine. This
year’s eight road wins are the most in
the Johnny Jones era.

Double-Double-Odufuwa - George
Odufuwa is hauling in a Sun Belt high
10.4 rebounds per game and 11.4 points
per game, which makes the junior is
one of just 24 players in the nation av-
eraging a double-double. Odufuwa has
10 double-doubles this year, and has at
least eight boards in each of his last 13
games.

Difference Making D - North Texas
has the NCAA’s 58th ranked scoring
offense (75.2 ppg), but it’s defense has
been the key to this year’s success. The
Mean Green is 12-0 this year when it
holds its opponents to under 45 percent
shooting. That record falls to 6-8 when
the opponent shoots over 45 percent.
Great in close games, NT is 6-1 in games
decided by three points or less.

Two In The Top 30 - This 2009-10 Mean
Green squad now has two players
among the top 30 scorers in program
history. Tristan Thompson ranks 24th
with 924 career points. The junior has
reached double-figures in each of the
last 18 games. Josh White, NT’s leading
scorer at 15.0 per game, ranks 13th in
NT history with 1,154 points.

Strong Closers - North Texas has a his-
tory of peaking in the month of February
under Johnny Jones. Since 2006-07, the
Mean Green is 20-8 in Feb. (5-0 in ‘10), but
more importantly, has gone on signifi-
cant streaks thanks to its February play.
NT closed the 2006-07 season with five
straight wins over SBC teams, won six of
its final eight in ‘07-08 and won eight of
its last 10 games in “08-09.

Take It To The Bank - A halftime lead
has been a sure thing for North Texas this
year. The Mean Green is 15-0 so far this
season when heading into the break with
a lead, and 2-0 when tied at the half.

Pressure Pit - The Mean Green has made
the Super Pit one of the nation’s toughest
places to play. NT won a school-record 15
home games in 2007-08, and has won 60
games at the Super Pit over the last five
years — the most in any period in school
history. As a matter of fact, no other team
in the Sun Belt has won more home games
since 2006-07 than the Mean Green.

The
Mean Green ranks 58th in the nation with
75.2 points per game, and is 73-16 all-time
under Johnny Jones when scoring 80 or
more.

All Alone In Second - Johnny Jones
stands alone in second place in North
Texas career wins after the 83-78 win over

UALR on New Year’s Eve. Jones’ 135th win
passed Hall-of-Famer Bill Blakeley for sec-
ond in program history. Blakeley, who
complied a 134-85 mark from 1976-83, also
coached the Dallas Chaparrals before they
became the San Antonio Spurs. Only one
other NT coach has coached more games
than Jones - Pete Shands (482 games in 22
years).

Best In The West- North Texas was tabbed
as the favorite in the Sun Belt West Divi-
sion in every major preseason publication,
as well as the league’s coaches in the SBC’s
annual Preseason Poll. NT was picked
alone atop the West Division for the first
time since joining the league in 2000. The
Mean Green garnered the top spot with a
league-high 85 points, and nine first place
votes. NT was picked in a tie with UALR
for the West'’s top spot in last year’s poll.

Deadly From Downtown - One of the all-
time great three-point shooting programs,
North Texas has now hit a three-pointer in
each game dating back to the 1987-88 sea-
son - a span of 628 games.

92nd Season - North Texas is playing
its 92nd season of basketball, compiling
an all-time record of 1,016-1,168-1. North
Texas State Normal College, as the school
was known in 1917, played its first basket-
ball game on January 17 in a 25-23 loss at
home to SMU. Since then, North Texas has
hauled in 16 conference titles (14 regular
season and two tournament champion-
ships) and three postseason appearances
(NCAA in 1988, 2007 and NAIA in 1943).
