This course fulfills TSI requirements for students who have not passed the writing
portion of the Texas Higher Education Assessment with a score of 7 prior to enrolling
in the university or who are not otherwise exempt. The course content covers
sentence formation, emphasizes audience, purpose and occasion, and focuses on
skills needed for argumentation and exposition. Students must complete the
requirements of the course with a grade of C or better in order to meet the
prerequisite for ENGL 1310 or ENGL 1313. UGRW 1200 does not apply to degree.

This non-course-based program includes workshops, tutorials, and self-paced
instruction. This program option is generally available to students for only one
semester. The professor of record monitors student progress in the non-course-
based program throughout the semester while the student is concurrently enrolled in
English 1313. At any point during the semester, based on assessments by the
professor of record, the student may cease participation in UGRW 1200 and
mainstream in English 1313.

Definition of Non-Course Competency-Based Developmental Education
Interventions: Interventions that use innovative learning approaches designed
to address a student’s identified weaknesses and effectively and efficiently
prepare the student for college-level work. These interventions must be
overseen by an instructor of record, must not fit traditional course frameworks,
and cannot include advising or learning support activities already connected to
a traditional course. Interventions may include, but are not limited to, tutoring,
supplemental instruction, or labs.

Co-requisites: This course runs concurrently with English 1313.
