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Help Kids Arrive Safely with Back to School Safety Tips

According to SafeKids.org, unintentional pedestrian
injuries are the fifth leading cause of injury-related
death in the United States for children ages 5 to 19.
Teenagers are now at greatest risk. Teens have a death
rate twice that of younger children and account for
half of all child pedestrian deaths. Before you send
your children back to school, take the time to review
the following safety tips:

¢ Talk to your kids about how to be safe while
walking. It’s always best to walk on sidewalks or paths
and cross at street corners, using traffic signals and

crosswalks.

* Teach kids at an early age to put down their devices
and then look left, right and left again when crossing
the street.

e Children under 10 should cross the street with an
adult. Every child is different, but developmentally, it
can be hard for kids to judge speed and distance of

cars until age 10.

* Remind kids to make eye contact with drivers before
crossing the street and to watch out for cars that are

turning or backing up.

* Never walk while texting or talking on the phone. If
texting, move out of the way of others and stop on the
sidewalk. And, never cross the street while using an

electronic device.
* Do not walk with headphones on.

* Always walk on the sidewalk if one is available; if a
child must walk on the street, he or she should face

oncoming traffic

*Walk with your kids to the bus stop and wait with
them until it arrives. Tell kids to stand at least three
giant steps back from the curb as the bus approaches

and board the bus one at a time.

* Drivers should always follow the speed limit and
slow down in school zones and near bus stops.
Remember to stay alert and look for kids who may be
trying to get to or from the school bus.

* Slow down and stop if you’re driving near a school
bus that is flashing yellow or red lights. This means the
bus is either preparing to stop (yellow) or already
stopped (red), and children are getting on or off.
