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THE SMALL RECLAMATI ON PRQIECTS ACT OF 1956, AS ANMENDED

1. Purpose. This regulation provides guidance regardi ng Corps
of ENngi neers assistance to aFFIicants for loans fromthe Bureau
of Recl amation under the Sma Recl amati on Projects Act of 1956
as anended. Corps assi stance na% be requested when | oan
appl i cants propose projects with a strong fl ood control potenti al
or ot her purposes which may result in part of a | oan becom ng a
non-rei nbur sabl e grant.

2. Applicability. This regulation applies to those Divisions
and Districts whose boundaries fall wthin the 17 conti guous
Western states and Hawaii .

4. Ceneral. Reference 3a establishes a program under which
ellglﬁle non- Federal organizations in the 17 contiguous Western
states and Hawaii can obtain |oans for small reclanmation projects
and grants for those portions of the projects that are non-

rei mbursable as a matter of national policy. Total project cost
cannot exceed the equivalent of $15 mllion on a January 1971

price | evel base. he maxi mum |l oan is 2/3 of that anount.

5. Non-reinbursable Gants. |If grants are clainmed for non-

rei nbur sabl e project purposes (such as flood control, fish and
wildlife, or recreation) the applicants nust consult with the
apPropr!ate Feder al a?en0|es having primary interest in those
activities. Agreenent nust be reached between the applicant, the
ot her Federal agency (Corps of Engineers wth respect to flood

control), and the Bureau of Reclamation on the manner of, and the
regul atirons for, the operation of the project in order to insure

the cl ai ned general benefits. Personnel who wll be deallnﬁ W th
this program shoul d becone famliar with reference 3b and shoul d

di scuss with representatives
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of the Bureau of Reclanation procedures to be followed in
carrying out the purposes of the law. During prelimnary

di scussions with aFFIicants, Bureau of Recl amation
representatives w di scuss the practicality of obtaining non-
rei nbursable grants, which should limt inquiries to and

assi stance by the Corps of Engineers to those projects with a
strong flood control potential.

6. Procedures. The follow ng procedures of assistance and
coordi nati on have been agreed upon by the Bureau of Recl amation
and the Corps of Engineers:

a. Local organizations considering the devel opment of a
project under this Act will be encouraged to utilize the services
of consul tants whenever possible in making their investigations.
Such studies are subject to review by the Corps of Engineers and
t he Bureau of Recl amation before these agencies will indorse or
give effect to the findings of the studies.

b. Wen the | ocal organizations cannot nake satisfactory
arrangenents for consulting service, or for sone other good
reason, the Bureau of Reclamation and the Corps of Engineers wll
provi de those services in their respective fields on the basis of
usi ng funds advanced by the | ocal sponsoring organization. In
order to avoi d needl ess work on flood control studies for
projects not likely to be approved, no work will be undertaken
except upon an indication by the Regional D rector of the Bureau
of Reclamation or his representative that there appears to be a
reasonabl e chance that the proposal will be eligible for a | oan
or grant. This does not renove the necessity for discussions at
district level wth project proponents. Details of the actual
coordi nati on and procedures to be foll owed can be worked out by
the Division Commander of the Corps of Engi neers and the Regi onal
Director of the Bureau of Reclamati on.

c. Reinbursenent of the Corps of Engineers for the actual
cost of investigations and studies for such projects is to be
made by the applying organi zation. Such reinbursenent will be
arranged through the Regional Director of the Bureau of
Recl amation. No reinbursenent will be requested for work which
woul d normal Iy be done by the Corps of Engineers in connection
with its survey report program
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
