readiness, promote safety, conserve lubricating oils and hydraulic fluids, and monitor lubricant condition through
laboratory evaluation of oil samples.

m Another important purpose of the AOAP is to conserve petroleum resources through application of the on condition oil
change (OCOC) policy. Under the OCOC policy, maintenance activities only change oil when directed by an AOAP
laboratory.
