This is a TEMPORARY solution; new Visitor Control Center (VCC) planned for
Sisisky Gate in FY17 timeframe!

Weekend visitor traffic at the Sisisky VCC posed a traffic safety hazard for those
entering via Sisisky Gate and for traffic on Hwy 36

As the Sisisky VCC is limited two work terminals, visitor traffic in the queue
constantly exceeded the capacity of the two lanes; causing backups

To keep Mahone, Sisisky and Lee Gates open would require additional overtime
for Security Guards who are currently working 500 hours overtime per pay period

Closing the Mahone Gate and Sisisky VCC on weekends and opening the Lee
Gate and Lee VCC given current manpower limitations was the optimal solution

Augmenting the Security Guards with BMM Soldiers was not a favorable option
