This guide is based on the 7th edition of A Manual for Writers, by Kate L. Turabian.
· The main pieces of information needed to cite a source are:

author
date of publication
volume and issue number
title
city and state of publication
page number or reference point

publisher
editor/translator’s name
depository name and location
URL
access date
· Every paper requires bibliographic citations at the end of the paper.  Additionally, choose either notes or parenthetical (at the end of sentences) citations.  Notes can be either footnotes numbered at the bottom of the page or endnotes numbered at the end of the paper before the bibliography.

Book:
· The main difference between a foot/end note and a bibliography entry is the use of commas and the inclusion of a page number(s) at the end of the citation.

Multiple Works by Same Author

· Alphabetize works in the bibliography with the same author by title, and substitute all uses of the author’s name after the first entry with six short dashes.  Include a shortened, distinct title in the note or parenthetical citation.

Multiple Authors
· Put only the first author’s name in reverse format in a bibliography entry for a work with more than one author.  Subsequent authors’ names are written normally.

Four or More Authors

· For a work with four or more authors, include only the first author’s name followed by “et al.” in the note and parenthetical citation.  Include all the authors’ names in the bibliography entry.

Multi-volume Set

· When the publisher’s location is in a lesser known city, include the state as well.  Cite a translator the same as an editor, substituting “translated by” and “trans.” in the appropriate places.

Essay as Part of a Larger Text (Anthology)
· Include in the bibliography entry the page number range for an essay or separately authored chapter in a larger work.  Include only the cited page numbers in the note or parenthetical citation as usual.

E-book:
· Include the name of the database at the end of the citation for books read online.  For books not found in a database, include the URL and access date instead.  See “book on an e-reader” for citing digital books downloaded and read on an external device.

Audio Book:
· For books in formats without obvious, standardized page markers, include a time range or other reference point (e.g. “in chapter 2”) to help readers find the information.

Book on an E-reader:
· Because page numbers can change based on the e-reader’s settings, include an obvious reference point (e.g. “in chapter 2”) to help readers find the information.

· Cite an online article the same as a hard copy article, but include the URL and access date at the end of the bibliography and first note entry only.  See “electronic resources” for formatting.

Edited Article
· If there are multiple editors for an article, follow the same format as citing a book with multiple authors.

Electronic Resource:
· Complete citation information is often not known for electronic resources.  Cite as much information as possible following the standard format and omitting information that is not available.  Include a reference point (e.g. under “Introduction”) in the note to help readers locate the information.

· The following citation is for a monograph found online.  If the monograph is located in a physical collection, cite the name of the collection, depository, and location instead of the URL and access date.

Field Manual or other Army Publication:
· Army publications should be cited like other government documents.  If a separate title and author is given, include them after the government agency and before the report number.  Use the standard “Government Printing Office” as the publisher unless otherwise stated.

Archival Material:
· Complete citation information is often not known for archival material.  Cite as much information as possible following the standard format and omitting information that is not available.  Include the name of the collection, depository, and location of the material at the end of the citation.

· The following citation is for a map found online.  If the map is located in a physical collection, cite the name of the collection, depository, and location instead of the URL and access date.
