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MILE 56.0 - BRIDGE
MAINTENANCE
Florence Highway
Drawbridge; Work barges
are located along the
downstream left and right
descending banks. No
impacts to navigation are
anticipated.

NOTICE TO NAVIGATION - RM 185.5 - L&D
27 
St. Louis District will perform channel
maintenance dredging immediately
downstream of the Lock 27 lower entrance.
Massman Construction will perform dredging
operations on 12 January 2013, from 07:00 
17:00 hours. Lock 27 will be closed during
that time period to perform dredging
operations. All navigation interest should be
alert for, and abide by, any special
instructions that may be issued by the
Lockmaster.

The 1200 ft main lock will be closed for miter
gate replacement and embedded metal
repairs from 10 December 2012 til 1 March
2013. During this time, the 600 ft auxiliary
lock will be open and the Government will
provide the servies of a helper boat to pull
cuts from the 600 ft chamber.

MILE 173.4 - CHANNEL CONDITION
Shoaling has been reported in the vicinity of
Mile 173.4, RDB. A M/V reportedly grounded
at this location with an 8 ft 6 in. draft on
12/29/12. Transit with caution.

MILE 46.0 - 40.0 - CHANNEL
CONDITION/SAFETY ZONE - UPDATE
The COTP Ohio Valley and the COTP Upper
Mississippi River have issued a Safety
Advisory due to low water conditions on the
Upper Mississippi River. The USACE reports
numerous submerged rock pinnacles
between approximate Miles 46.0 and 38.5
that could affect vessels with a 9-foot draft.
The U.S. Coast Guard has marked good
water in this area. Draft and tow
configuration restrictions are in place. A
vessel reporting scheme will be maintained
by Coast Guard Sector Ohio Valley and
Sector Upper Mississippi River, throughout
the duration of this low water period. It is
requested that vessels transiting the Upper
Mississippi River check-in with Sector Ohio
Valley at multiple locations.

Transit at a slow speed near fleeting
areas. Heavy barges should be placed
in the middle of tows. Transit with
extreme caution.

Stages on the Illinois are near their
minimum. Please use considerable
caution when navigating on the Illinois
River.

It is recommended that pilots be
mindful of draft, as the river is quite low.

As the river falls, rock pinnacles at
Thebes and Grand Tower increasingly
become navigation hazards.
