UPPER RM 203.0 CHANNEL
CONDITIONS/AIDS TO NAVIGATION
Due to shoaling in the vicinity of Mile 
203.0, there has been a significant 
change in the navigation channel. Five 
bouys have been relocated resulting in 
a channel shift towards the Missouri 
side of the river. Mariners are urged to 
exercise caution in the area.
