12-15 Passenger Vans
Tire condition and maintenance are extremely important in 
these vehicles, which have a higher risk of rollovers. In fact, 
if you drive or ride in a 12- to 15-passenger van, we urge 
you to make certain the van has appropriately sized and 
load-rated tires that are properly inflated before every trip.

Many of these crashes can be prevented through proper tire maintenance—includ-
ing tire inflation and rotation—and understanding tire labels, tire aging, and recalls 
and complaints.

Because safety is our top priority, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administra-
tion and the Department of Transportation want to make sure you have the tools 
to avoid being in one of those 11,000 crashes. TireWise is your resource to help you 
make smart decisions to keep you and your family safe, whether you’re in the mar-
ket to buy new tires or want to extend the life and safety of the ones on your car or 
truck.

TireWise is also a resource for tire manufacturers, sellers and other partners to pro-
vide essential information to consumers for choosing and caring for their tires.
