4 - Incapacitating Injury A

Any injury, other than a fatality, which prevents the injured person from walking, driving or 
normally continuing the activities the person was capable of performing before the injury 
occurred. Often defined as “needing help from the scene.” Includes but is not limited to: 
Severe lacerations, broken or distorted limbs, skull or chest injuries, abdominal injuries, and 
unconsciousness at or when taken from the crash scene.
