Attached is the close of business, January 31, 2001, National Defense Reserve Fleet (NDRF) Inventory.

The NDRF program was established by the Merchant Ship Sales Act of 1946 and, today, it includes fleet
anchorages at James River, VA, Beaumont, TX, and Suisun Bay, CA.  Ships are held at the fleet
anchorages and port facilities for national emergencies.  After this service, they are required to be disposed
of by scrapping through a ship breaker or be sunk as artificial fish reefs.

The only ships authorized to be located at the fleet anchorage facilities are those belonging to U. S.
Government agencies.  MARAD may also accept title of U. S. agency vessels of 1,500 gross tons or greater
for disposal.

After the EMPIRE STATE returns from it's MMA training cruise, HARKNESS will then 
be moved on to MMA on or about Feb. 28, 2001 to serve as a static trainer there.  It is still eligible to furnish parts to the RRF when required.
