1. Introduction

The Recovery Act Data System (RADS) is composed of a web interface over an SQL Server
database. This document serves as an overview of the user interface and underlying RADS
database along with a thorough description of the input files and coding instructions for each
data item.

RADS version 3.1 (RADS v3.1) replaces the previous version of RADS v2.5. The changes in
v3.1 include some significant enhancements to RADS v2.5. The changes from RADS v1.0 to
RADS v2.0 were implemented to improve the efficiency of the database, minimize redundant
data, improve data quality, and address new Office of Management and Budget (OMB)
reporting requirements. Over the first seven months following the enactment of the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (Recovery Act) of 2009, OMB issued numerous documents
describing the data to be reported under Section 1512 of Recovery Act. The changes from
RADS v1.0 to RADS v2.0 specifically addressed the OMB guidance from June — September
2009.

One significant feature of v2.0 was the ability to produce the OMB required 1512 Report for
each State. If a State has entered all the required data into RADS, the State will be able to
enter into RADS and produce the 1512 Report that is required to be submitted to the OMB on a
quarterly basis. RADS v3.1 continues to meet the requirements of Recovery Act sections 1201
and 1609, as well as other important reporting needs such as tracking projects relative to
economically distressed areas (EDAs) and payments to disadvantaged business enterprises
(DBES).

Throughout this document, every effort has been made to bridge the gap between OMB’s
guidance and common transportation vernacular. For example, in the context of Highway
Infrastructure grants to States, OMB refers to the States as “recipients.” Similarly, local
governmental agencies responsible for the oversight of Recovery Act projects are considered
“sub-recipients.” Contractors for both States and locals are considered “vendors.” Throughout
this document, both sets of terms are used side-by-side as a way to eliminate some of the
confusion associated with these new terms.

To help ensure consistency with OMB and to facilitate the comparison of RADS v3.1 to OMB
guidance, FHWA has attempted to use OMB variable names to the maximum extent possible.
This is especially true for new fields that were added to the existing data in RADS v1.0.

All recipients are required to enter/update their data by the 20" of each month for the previous
month. Data can be updated as it become available, however, the 20" deadline gives FHWA
an appropriate timeframe to generate reports and review data.

1.1. Purpose and Audience

The document is intended for conceptual data-entry guidance as opposed to a user’'s manual for
the data-entry software. It outlines and defines the data to be entered into each field. Itis
primarily used by the states to enter their data, but might also be utilized by personnel at FHWA
as a reference.

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1.3.  Description of Data Relationships in RADS

1. RADS v3.1is a large improvement over the original RADS 1.0 version. The amount of
data reported monthly has been greatly reduced, and the new system is much more
flexible in how data are reported. The new RADS also greatly reduced the amount of
redundant data both within the database and being reported by the recipients. This new
data structure brings about a slightly modified set of rules that data providers and users
will need to learn. The following is a brief description of the rules that recipients will
need to follow if their data are to be loaded properly into RADS.

2. The Projects file is the central file in RADS. A project cannot be loaded into any other
file until it has been successfully loaded into the Projects file.

3. Once a project has been added to the Projects file, it can then be added to the Awards
file. While not a key field, the Award Date is a required field for all entries in the Awards
file.

4. For locally administered projects (LPA) and vendors, the name and the DUNS number of
the entity is to be provided in the Sub-Recipient file prior to entering in the Awards file.
The LPA contractor data is provided in the Sub-Awards file.

5. The GIS Location file contains information about the location of each project. Ata
minimum, the centerline length of road (in miles) being improved needs to be provided
and should correspond to the state network.

6. The Recipients and Sub-Recipients files contain basic information for the recipient and
each LPA. The reporting of the highest compensated officials is only required if the
recipient or sub-recipient meets all of the reporting criteria.

7. Following the successful loading of a project into the Awards and Sub-Awards (if
applicable) files, the recipient can begin submitting monthly data for the project in the
Monthly Status file.

8. The Quarterly Status, Payments, and Sub-Payments files contain data that only need to
be updated quarterly.

3. Reporting Schedule

The purpose of this section is to inform the reader of the primary reporting schedule for each
data table, and some of the major exceptions for individual data items. The schedule for initial
and subsequent reporting varies by table and data item. Unless otherwise noted, monthly and
guarterly data along with periodic updates to other data are required for each project until the
date the recipient has issued a notice of final voucher to the vendor or sub-recipient. Please
note that all data items are required for all contractors or projects unless otherwise noted.

Recipients

These data are required prior to the recipient’'s submittal of their 1512 report. The majority of
data are reported once for each recipient and updated as needed e.g. new contact person or
change of phone number. Note that the data for Highly Compensated Executives need to be
updated annually to match the recipient’s latest financial report.

Projects

These data should be entered within two weeks of a project being added to the State’s 1511
certification. Note that some data items will need to be periodically updated to reflect changes
in status, specifically the NEPA data.

GIS Locations
These data are entered once for each project and should be updated to reflect any changes in
project scope.

NEPA Status
The data in this table are only required once for projects where the NEPA action is or has taken
longer than 90 days to process.

Awards
These data are initially entered within 4 weeks of the day that each project or contract is
awarded and then periodically over the life of the project within 4 weeks of a status change.

Sub-Recipients

These data are required prior to entering data in the Awards table. Note that the data for Highly
Compensated Executives need to be updated annually to match the

sub-recipient’s latest financial report.

Sub-Awards
These data are initially entered within 4 weeks of the day that contract is awarded.

Monthly Status

Initial reporting should coincide with work beginning on the contract or project. These data are
required by the 20" of each month through the issuance of a notice of final voucher for the
contract or project.

Payments

These data are required by the quarterly 1512 report due date. These data are required for all
projects regardless of whether or not the recipient is using RADS for producing their 1512
reports.

Sub-Payments
These data are optional. If the recipient chooses to report, these data are required by the
quarterly 1512 report due date.

Quarterly Status

These data are required by the quarterly 1512 report due date. These data are required for all
projects regardless of whether or not the recipient is using RADS for producing their 1512
reports.

Maintenance of Effort
These data are required periodically over the life of the Recovery Act. The deadlines for
reporting are provided in the last column of the table below:

Each of the sections in the RADS Data Viewer is a table within the RADS database. A schema
of the RADS database can be found on page 2 of this document.

Each RADS input file needs to be a “pipe delimited” file. The actual extension of the file needs
to be either “TXT” or “CSV". The “pipe” character, or “|", is located on most keyboards above
the “Enter” key. “Pipe delimited” means that every data items in the RADS input files needs to
be separated by a “pipe” or “|.’

Another important change to the input files is the ability for the user to upload a portion of the
data items for each table, rather than having to include all data items. For example, the Awards
file contains the Notice to Proceed Date for each project. Recipients can submit every data item
in the Awards file, or they can elect to submit just the four primary data items and the Notice to
Proceed Date for only the projects that have changed since their last submittal. For instance, if
the State of lllinois decided to update only the Notice to Proceed date for one project, the file
would look like this:

3.1. Recipients

Table use and description: This file contains data for each Recovery Act recipient, which is
the State DOT in the case of Federal-aid highway projects and discretionary grants. Federal
Lands and certain Tiger Grant recipients may include non-State DOT recipients. This file
primarily exists to meet OMB 1512 reporting requirements. Only state DOT & Federal Land

division can be entered here due to external data constraints.

Due: This file is due prior to the State’s submittal of its 1512 report. Updating Executive
Compensation data is required on an annual basis and should correspond with each recipient’s

end of fiscal year data.

3.1.1. Data Descriptions

The following is a description of each data item in RADS along with specific instructions on the
collection and coding of the data.

Awarding Agency (Awarding_Agency): Enter the FIPS code for the federal awarding agency
as defined in Codes for the Identification of Federal and Federally-Assisted Organizations,
(FIPS PUB 95-1). For FHWA contracts and grants enter “6925”. For FRA Projects enter 6930.
See Appendix D for the list of U.S. DOT FIPS codes. This field is required for this table.

State FIPS Code (State_Code): Enter the State FIPS code for Federal-aid projects,
discretionary grants, and TIGER Grants. Federal Lands users should provide the FLH Division
or Federal Land Managing Agency (FLMA) region code. See Appendix A for a list of the State
FIPS and FLMA region codes. This field is required for this table.

DUNS Number (DUNS_Number): The unique nine-digit number issued by Dun & Bradstreet.
All recipients must have a DUNS number. The DUNS number should be reported as
“999999999.” This field is required for this table.

Congressional District (Cong_District): The number of the Congressional District where the
recipient is located. States that have only one Congressional District (AK, DE, DC, MT, ND, SD,
VT, and WY) should code “01".

Infrastructure Contact Information: OMB has requested the following data items for each
State (recipient). This information only needs to be entered once in the Recipients file.

Contact_Name: Name of the primary contact.
Contact_Streetl: Street address for contact.
Contact_Street2: 2" Street address for contact if needed.
Contact_Street3: 3" Street address for contact if needed.
Contact_City: Name of city.

Contact_State: Two character State abbreviation.
Contact_Zip: Nine digit zip code. When providing a 9 digit zip code, please include the
dash “-*.

Contact_Email: E-mail address for the contact.
Contact_Phone: Phone number for the contact.

o Contact_Ext: If applicable, the contacts phone extension.
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Report Executive Compensation (Report_Highly_Paid): A yes or no field (code “Y” or “N”)
used to indicate in the Recipient and Sub-recipient files if the recipient or sub-recipient meets
the statutory requirements for reporting the names and compensation for its Top 5
Compensated Employees if the recipient meets all three of the following criteria (1) in the
preceding fiscal year the recipient received 80 percent or more of its annual gross revenues in
Federal awards; and (2) in the preceding fiscal year the recipient received $25,000,000 or more
in annual gross revenues from Federal awards; and (3) the public does not have access to
information about the compensation of the senior executives of the entity through periodic
reports filed under section 13(a) or 15(d) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C.
78m(a), 780(d)) or section 6104 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 [26 USC § 6104]. This
field is required for this table. For State and local governments, the revenue side of their
budgets — both capital and operating — is the equivalent of “annual gross revenues”. This field is
required for this table.

Executive Name (Highly _Paid_Name) and Executive Compensation Amount
(Highly_Paid_Amount):

This encompasses the reporting of executive compensation data items. Recipients and sub-
recipients of Federal financial assistance must report executive compensation data if they meet
the statutory reporting thresholds. For the Federal-aid Highway Program, this means that the
State and any local agencies or other sub-recipients of Federal-aid funds through the State, are
subject to the executive compensation reporting requirement.

Contractors working for a recipient (i.e., the State) or for a sub-recipient (e.g., local agencies) do
not have to report on executive compensation. These are the statutory requirements for
reporting:
e The entity received 80% or more of its annual gross revenues in the preceding fiscal
year from Federal awards, and
e The entity received $25 million or more in annual gross revenues in the preceding
fiscal year from Federal awards, and
e The public does not have access to the information through Securities and Exchange
Commission or Internal Revenue Service filings as specified in FFATA.
For State and local governments, the revenue side of their budgets — both capital and operating
— is the equivalent of “annual gross revenues”.

“Total compensation” means the cash and non-cash dollar value earned by the executive
during the recipient’s past fiscal year of the following: (i) salary and bonus; (ii) awards of stock,
stock options, and stock appreciation rights (Use the dollar amount recognized for financial

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3.2. Projects

Table use and description: The Projects file contains an entry for each project in the
recipient’s 1511 certification. A project cannot be included in any of the other files in RADS until
it has been included in this file along with an assigned Federal Project Number. This file
contains most of the descriptive data that are used in most every RADS report, as well as
special fields that are used for analyzing projects. The NEPA and EDA data are routinely used

to categorize and analyze the Recovery Act projects.

Due: New projects need to be submitted within 2 weeks of being added to the recipient's 1511
certification. Updates and edits should be submitted as they occur. FHWA Division Offices are
expected to review these NEPA data items monthly and provide comments to State DOTSs as

necessary.

Awarding Agency (Awarding_Agency): Enter the FIPS code for the federal awarding agency
as defined in Codes for the Identification of Federal and Federally-Assisted Organizations,
(FIPS PUB 95-1). For FHWA contracts and grants enter “6925”". See Appendix D for the list of

U.S. DOT FIPS codes. This field is required for this table.

State FIPS Code (State_Code): Enter the State FIPS code for Federal-aid projects,

discretionary grants, and TIGER Grants. Federal Lands users should provide the FLH Division
or Federal Land Managing Agency (FLMA) region code. See Appendix A for a list of the State
FIPS and FLMA region codes. This field is required for this table.

Federal Project Number (Federal_Project_Number): The State assigned federal-aid project

number, consistent with the seven digit format reported in FMIS. For example, the project STM-
1222(12) should be reported as “1222012.” This field will only accept a single project number in
the correct 7 digit format. Any project number that contains a space, dash “-“, or parenthesis
“(“or “)" will be rejected. Enter “TBD” if no federal-aid project number has been assigned yet. At
the time of the award, all TBDs must be edited to reflect the Federal Project Number. This is a
required field for this table.

Do not enter multiple
State project numbers or identification numbers; this field can only contain one project
number. Itis very important this number is always entered the same way for the same project
in all files. This is a required field for this table. Changing the State Project Number in this table
will automatically change the corresponding project number in all other tables within RADS.

Funding Agency (Funding_Agency): Enter the FIPS code for the federal awarding agency as
defined in Codes for the Identification of Federal and Federally-Assisted Organizations, (FIPS

Once this
data is entered, it should not be modified unless the scope of work is changed. In the case
where State law or State policy prohibits the release of the above data, leave the field blank.
Enter the cost in dollars; do not provide costs in thousands or millions of dollars. Do not
enter a dollar sign “$” or a comma “,” (e.g. “$12,000.00” would be coded as “12000.00").

Estimate Contract Estimate (Contract_Cost_Estimate): Engineer’s estimate for construction
bid items submitted with the PS&E. This does not include construction engineering and
inspection costs. Utility relocation costs should be included only if the utility relocation work is
included in the construction bid package. Once this data is entered, it should not be modified
unless the scope of work is changed. In the case where State law or State policy prohibits the
release of the above data, leave the field blank. This will be used to compare the bid and
estimate. Enter the cost in dollars; do not provide costs in thousands or millions of
dollars. Do not enter a dollar sign “$” or a comma “,” (e.g. “$12,000.00” would be coded as
“12000.007).

(Estimated Amount of Total ARRA Funds) Total ARRA_Estimate: The estimated total
amount of Recovery Act funds to be expended on the project. This should be consistent with
the Recovery Act portion of the original estimate for the project. Once this data is entered, it
should not be modified unless the scope of work is changed. Enter the cost in dollars; do not
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provide costs in thousands or millions of dollars. Do not enter a dollar sign “$” or a comma
“” (e.g. “$12,000.00” would be coded as “12000.00").

Estimated Total Cost (Total_Cost_Estimate): The estimated total amount of funds to be
expended on the project. . Once this data is entered, it should not be modified unless the scope
of work is changed. Enter the cost in dollars; do not provide costs in thousands or
millions of dollars. Do not enter a dollar sign “$” or a comma “,” (e.g. “$12,000.00” would be
coded as “12000.00"). This includes CEI and utilities, and contingency and other costs.

ARRA Authorization Date (Authorization_Date): Enter the earliest date that Recovery Act
funds were obligated (authorized) to the project, reported as mm/dd/yyyy - (e.g. “May 1, 2009”
would be coded as “05/01/2009"). For partially funded Recovery Act projects, report the date
that the Recovery Act portion of the funds were obligated. All Federal Lands, IRR, and direct
federal contract awards should provide the date the contract was awarded.

Date of Advertisement (Advertise_Date): The date that the Recovery Act project was
advertised, reported as mm/dd/yyyy (e.g. “May 1, 2009” would be coded as “05/01/2009"). If the
project is re-advertised, enter the new date. Leave blank if the project has not yet been
advertised; do not enter future dates. For existing projects that were authorized prior March
2, 2009 to which Recovery Act funds have been added, please enter the date the original
project was advertised.

County Code (County_Codes): The 3 digit County FIPS Code. For example, the county of
Somerset, ME, would be coded as “025.” A complete list of County codes can be found in
Appendix B. Federal Land Management Agencies will use this field to indicate the State and
county where the project is located. For projects that span multiple counties, enter the County

won

FIPS Code for each county separated by a comma “,”.

Urban Code (Urban_Code): The Urban Code corresponds to the urban classification used in
the 2000 census. Itis a 3-5 digit code corresponding to urban areas which may cross state
boundaries. If a project crosses urban areas, enter the multiple codes separated by a comma.
For small urban areas enter 99998. For Rural areas enter 99999. Refer to Appendix F for a
listing of all the Urban Codes by state.

Congressional Districts (Cong_Districts): The Cong_Districts data item allows the State to
enter multiple Congressional Districts for an individual project. When entering multiple

Congressional Districts, separate each entry with a comma “,”.

Percent of Project in EDA (EDA): Percent is used to report the Economically Distressed Area
(EDA) status of a project. For single projects that are in an EDA, the project should be reported
as 100% in an EDA. For projects that are not in an EDA, they should be reported as 0%. Do
not enter a percent sign “%” (e.g. “12.12%” would be coded as “12.12"). Statewide or multi-
county projects should report one of the following determinations:

¢ For statewide projects, a percentage of the project can be credited as having EDA
status. This percentage should be determined by using the population in EDA
counties in the State as a percentage of the State population as a whole. In other
words, if 60% of the State’s population is in EDA counties, then 60% of the project’s
obligated funds would be considered as being obligated in an EDA.
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e For multi-county projects, a percentage of the project can be credited as having EDA
status. This percentage would be determined by the percentage of the multi-county
area population that is in an EDA county. For example, in a three-county area, if one
of the three counties is an EDA and that county holds 40% of the population of the
three counties combined, 40% of the funds obligated for that project would be
considered as being obligated in an EDA.

¢ If a State has data with the amount of funds being spent on a multi-county project by
county, or length of a project by county, these data may also be used to calculate the
percent of the EDA population represented by a portion of a statewide or multi-county
project.

In making these determinations, states should use the Census Bureau’s July 1, 2008 population
estimates released in May 2009 that can be downloaded from the Census Bureau website at:
http://www.census.gov/popest/datasets.html.

EDA Comments (EDA_Comments): This is used to report the method used by a State to
determine the EDA status for a project.

If an FHWA HEPGIS map is used to determine EDA status, then the map title and map date
should be reported along with the date of project authorization. Use of a more recent map than
the March 13, 2009 HEPGIS map requires that the authorization date of the project is later than
the map date. Recipients should use the FHWA HEPGIS EDA map that is closest in time to the
date on which the EDA determination is being made.

If other information was used to determine EDA status, then that information should be
documented as follows:

e Used Federal data at the sub-county level.

e Used State or other data for unemployment or per capita income at the county or
sub-county level.

FHWA NEPA Milestone Date (NEPA_Milestone_Date): Enter date that FHWA approved the
NEPA document indicated in NEPA_Class_Action. For Preliminary Engineering (PE) projects,
enter the date that the ARRA funds were obligated to the project. Enter the date as mm/dd/yyyy
(e.g. “May 1, 2009” would be coded as “05/01/2009”). If NEPA_Milestone_Date is blank and/or
Status_Federal_Permits is coded as TBD, NOT, or PEND, a comment must be provided in
the NEPA_Comments field in the NEPA Status Table as to reason for delay in NEPA
processing. If a comment is not provided within 90 days after a project is entered into RADS, a
blank comment record will automatically be created in the NEPA-Comments field in the NEPA
Status Table. The user will need to update the record with a reason for the delay.

Federal NEPA Date (NEPA_Federal_Date): Enter the date of the last Federal 404 permit,
Coast Guard permit, Federal Land transfer, etc., is completed.

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3.3. GIS Locations

Total Employees (Total_Employees): The number of people employed by the State, prime
contractor, or consultant and all their subcontractors during the reporting month for each project.
This is reported as a whole number. Do not include material suppliers.

Total_Employees is based on the prime contractor or consultant’s report of direct, on-the-project
jobs for their workforce and the workforce of their sub-contractors active during the reporting
month. These jobs data include employees actively engaged in projects who work on the
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jobsite, in the project office, in the home office or telework from a home or other alternative
office location. This also includes any engineering personnel, inspectors, sampling and testing
technicians, and lab technicians performing work directly in support of the Recovery Act funded
project. This does not include material suppliers such as steel, culverts, guardrail, and tool
suppliers.

Recipients should include all direct labor associated with the Recovery Act project such as
design, construction, and inspection provided they are funded by Recovery Act funds. The
recipients’ reports should include their own direct project labor, including permanent, temporary,
and contract project staff. Recipients are asked not to include estimated indirect labor, such as
material testing, material production, planning, administrative, or estimated macro-economic
impacts.

Total Hours (Total_Hours): The total hours for all people employed by the recipient, prime
contractor or consultant, and subcontractor employees for the reporting month. This should be
reported as a whole number.

Total Payroll (Total_Payroll): The total dollar amount of wages paid by the recipient, prime
contractor or consultant, and all of their subcontractors during the reporting month. Payroll only
includes wages and does not include overhead, indirect costs, or payroll taxes. Do not enter a
dollar sign “$” or a comma “,” (e.g. “$12,000.00” would be coded as “12000.00").
