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We performed an interim review of contract costs associated with Hurricane Wilma debris removal 
activities for the city of Plantation, Florida. The objectives of the review were to determine whether 
the city (1) was properly accounting for disaster-related costs and whether such costs were eligible 
for funding under FEMA's public assistance program, and (2) let contracts according to federal 
procurement standards and FEMA guidelines, and had adequate procedures for monitoring the 
activities of the contractors. 

The city received an award of$19.3 million from the Florida Department of Community Affairs, a 
FEMA grantee, for debris removal activities. The award provided 75 percent FEMA funding for one 
project under which the city let six contracts, as follows:
