On July 30, 1992, we received the First Amendment to the April 6, 1992, ~ ~ r e e i w e n t  
Between the Assiniboine and Sioux Tribes of the Fort Peck Reservation and the State 
of Montana Concerning Video Keno, Poker and Bingo Games, Simulcast Racing and 
Other Class Ill Gaming. Accompanying the amendment is Resolution # I  122-92-7 in 
which the Tribal Executive Board approves the amendment and authorizes the 
Chairman to sign the amendment. 

The TribalIState Compact between the Assiniboine and Sioux Tribes of the Fort Peck 
Reservation and the State of Montana was approved on June 24, 1992. Pursuant to 
Article VIII. B. of said compact, a new subsection "P" is being added to Part Ill and 
a new subsection "D" to Part V to read as follows: 

1II.P. "LOTTERY GAMES." The term "LOTTERY GAMES1' means any 
procedure, including any on-line or other procedure using a machine or 
electronic device, by which one or more prizes are randomly distributed 
among persons who have paid for a chance to win a prize but does not 
include any game in which a player competes against or plays with qny 
other person. 

V.D. Lottery games may be conducted on the Fort Peck Reservation under 
the following conditions: 

1) such games are authorized by the Montana Lottery and subject 
to the provisions of section 23-7-101 through 23-7-412, MCA, or 

L 

2) such games are conducted and operated by the Tribes in a 
manner which provides security at least as stringent as the 
Montana Lottery. 



This amendment provides for Lottery Games to be added to the present compact. 
Therefore, pursuant to 25 U.S.C. Section 2710, we approve the amendment as 
proposed.
