Jalie Mitchell begins her second season as head
coach of the North Texas women’s basketball
team in 2016-17.

Under her leadership, the Mean Green took

a major step forward in her inaugural year as
head coach and finished with an 11-19 record
that more than doubled the team’s win total
from a season prior.

A true mark of the competitive fire that
Mitchell instilled all season, North Texas picked
up its first win of the year on the road over then
No. 17 Oklahoma. It was Mitchell’s first head
coaching victory and the program’s first-ever
win over a ranked team.

The Mean Green built on that success
throughout the year and would go on to win its
first Conference USA Tournament game before
falling in the second round.

Junior Kelsey Criner, a key transfer for Mitchell
and her staff, was named to the C-USA All-
Defensive Team for her play throughout the
season.

Since being named the head coach in April

of 2015, Mitchell has had four transfers from
power-five conferences join North Texas’ roster.
Furthermore, her first high school recruiting
class featured four freshmen, one of whom was
a Texas high school state champion that was
named a 6A Texas high school all-tournament
team member.

When hired, Mitchell described North Texas as
her dream job. The 2002 Mean Green graduate
boasts numerous records as a four-year

letter winniner on the North Texas women’s
basketball team. She finished as the Mean
Green’s all-time leading scorer with 1,764
points and tops the list of career free throws
made and attempted. In 2002, Mitchell was
named Sun Belt Conference Player of the Year
when she averaged 19.4 points per game.

She earned all-conference honors all four years
at North Texas and was a part of the winningest
senior class in program history, compiling a
77-39 record -- including a 42-4 mark at the
Super Pit -- and making back-to-back WNIT
appearances in 2001 and 2002.

Mitchell’s No. 44 is one of two women’s
basketball numbers that has been retired by the
Mean Green, and her spectacular playing career
culminated in 2007 when she was inducted into
the North Texas Hall of Fame.

Statistically, North Texas had a notcieable
increase in offense and shooting percentage
in the first season under Mitchell. The Mean
Green owned a 41.7 field goal percentage

in the 2015-16 season. It was a 7.23 percent
increase from the previous season — the
largest improvement in the country. It was
also the sixth-highest shooting percentage in
North Texas history. In total, the Mean Green
averaged nearly 10 more points per game in
2015-16 than the year before.

Prior to becoming the Mean Green’s head
coach, Mitchell had two stints as an assistant in
Denton. Most recently under then head coach
Karen Aston for the 2011-12 campaign. In that
campaign, the team went 15-16, which is its
best record of the last nine seasons.

When Aston left the Mean Green to coach
Texas in 2012, Mitchell followed. In her three
seasons at Texas, the team combined for a
60-41 overall record. The Longhorns made the
NCAA Tournament field the last two seasons,
including a Sweet 16 appearance in 2015 --
their first since 2008.

Mitchell began her collegiate coaching career in
2008 as an assistant coach with the Mean Green
under Shanice Stephens. She spent two seasons
at North Texas under Stephens before taking on
the same position at UNC Wilmington for the
2010-11 season. Mitchell helped the Seahawks
finish with a 24-9 record and reach the second
round of the WNIT, both program bests.

In addition to the North Texas Athletics
Hall of Fame, Mitchell was inducted into the
Duncanville ISD Athletic Hall of Honor. In
October of 2015, joining her former high
school teammate and WNBA legend Tamika
Catchings.

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Bobby Brasel

Bobby Brasel will begin his second season
as associate head coach with the North
Texas women’s basketball program.

For the Mean Green, his duties include
recruiting, opponent scouting, game preparation and post coach.

In his first season at North Texas, Brasel helped to more than double the Mean
Green’s win total from a season prior. Under his assistance, North Texas also
defeated then No. 17 Oklahoma on the road for the program’s first win over a
ranked team. At the end of the season in the Conference USA tournament, the
Mean Green reached the second round for the first time.

North Texas was nationally recgonized for its improvment on offense. Last
season the Mean Green owned a 41.7 field goal percentage. It was a 7.23
percent increase from the previous season — the largest improvment in
the country. It was also the sixth-highest shooting percentage in North
Texas history.

Brasel had been with Arkansas-Little Rock for two years prior to coming to
Denton, serving as an assistant coach with a special emphasis on Texas and junior
college recruiting, as well as guard development.

With the Trojans, Brasel helped guide the team to a program-record 29 wins in
the 2014-15 season. Of those wins included victories over No. 24 LSU, Okla-
homa and No. 6 seeded Texas A&M in the NCAA Tournament. Overall, UALR
went 47-18 in his two years on the staff, including a 30-8 record in Sun Belt play
and a 25-5 home record. Brasel recruited Alexius Dawn, who earned Sun Belt
All-Conference honors last season and set the Tournament record with 15 three-
pointers made.

Before UALR, Brasel was on the South Alabama coaching staff for seven seasons,
where he was responsible for scheduling and junior college recruiting. Overall, he
coached six players who combined for eight Sun Belt All-Conference honors.

During his seven years in Mobile, the Jaguars consistently had one of the best de-
fenses in the Sun Belt. The team was top-two in scoring defense four times, while
leading the Sun Belt in field-goal percentage defense three times and three-point
defense twice. In the 2011-12 season, USA allowed only a program-record 52.8
points per game, which was 11th in the nation.

From 1999-2007, Brasel was the head coach at Garden City Community Col-
lege, resurrecting the Lady Broncbuster program. Prior to his arrival, Garden
City had an all-time winning percentage of 38-percent. Under Brasel, the Lady
Broncbusters were ranked in the NJCAA top-20 in four consecutive seasons. In
total, the Lady Broncbusters made six postseason appearances, including Jayhawk
Conference and Region 6 titles in 2003, culminating in a trip to the NJCAA Final
Four.

In his seven seasons at Garden City, Brasel accumulated a 111-108 overall record,
which makes him the winningest coach in program history. He recruited and
coached two NJCAA All-Americans, eight Academic All-Americans and sent at
least one player to the Division I level every year. In 2003, he earned Coach of
the Year honors from the Kansas Basketball Coaches Association, the Jayhawk
Conference and the NJCAA District E.

Overall, his student-athletes at Garden City compiled a 98-percent graduation
rate. Originally from Big Spring, Brasel himself earned a bachelor’s degree in mass
communication from the University of Texas of the Permian Basin in 1993.

Aisha Stewart is in her second season as as-
sistant coach with the North Texas women’s
basketball program.

In her first season at North Texas, Stewart
helped to more than double the Mean Green’s win total from a season prior. Under
her assistance, North Texas defeated then No. 17 Oklahoma on the road for the
program’s first win over a ranked team. At the end of the season in the Conference
USA tournament, the Mean Green reached the second round for the first time.

North Texas was nationally recgonized for its improvment on offense. Last season
the Mean Green owned a 41.7 field goal percentage. It was a 7.23 percent increase
from the previous season — the largest improvment in the country. It was also the
sixth-highest shooting percentage in North Texas history.

Stewart, a Topeka, Kansas, native, has expanded North Texas recruiting reach. In
the coaching staft’s first recrutiing class, the Mean Green welcomed point guard
Adrianna Henderson from Topeka High School. Henderson scored over 1,200
points while in high school and was a four-time All-Topeka honoree.

Stewart had been with Arkansas St. for one year prior to coming to Denton. At
ASU she served as an assistant coach with a special emphasis as recruiting coordi-
nator and academic liaison.

In 2014-15, the Red Wolves had a record of 24-11, including a 16-4 record in Sun
Belt Conference play and 14-1 in home games. ASU was one win shy of tying the
single-season school record and narrowly missed out on an NCAA Tournament
appearance, as it was the highest team in the RPI rankings not to be selected.
Instead, the Red Wolves went to the WNIT for the second-consecutive season and
won their first postseason game since 2007.

Stewart helped Aundrea Gamble earn her second-consecutive Sun Belt Player of
the Year award, as she averaged 19.2 points, 5.3 rebounds and 4.9 assists per game.
Stewart also guided Jasmine Hunt and Khadija Brown-Haywood to breakout sea-
sons and All-Sun Belt Third Team honors.

While serving as the academic liaison, 12 student-athletes made the ASU Aca-
demic Honor Roll for the fall semester. The Red Wolves finished with an overall
team GPA of 3.3 with two players earning perfect 4.0 marks. Out of a possible 74
classes, the team compiled 42 A grades..

Before ASU, Stewart was on the South Alabama coaching staff for six seasons - five
of which were with current Mean Green associate head coach Bobby Brasel. From
2008-14, Stewart helped USA win 95 games, including a 21-11 record in her first
season in Mobile. In those six seasons, the Jaguars were top-two in the Sun Belt in
defensive field goal percentage and scoring defense four times. She coached seven
student-athletes who were named to Sun Belt All-Conference teams and 18 who
earned Academic Honor Roll.

Out of high school, Stewart went to Independence Community College in Kansas
for two seasons where she was coached by current UTEP head coach Keitha Ad-
ams. The Lady Pirates went 56-7 those two seasons and led the NJCAA in scoring
with 95 points per game.

Following ICC, Stewart went to Jacksonville for one year, then finished her col-
legiate career at Catawba College, where she graduated in 2004. While playing at
Catawba, she tied the program record with seven three-pointers made in one game;
in addition, the Indians won their conference championship.

She earned her master’s degree in rehabilitation counseling in 2008 from South
Carolina St. while working for two years as a Lady Bulldogs assistant coach. Origi-
nally from Topeka, Kansas, Stewart graduated from Highland Park High School.

In her first season at North Texas, Stewart
helped to more than double the Mean Green’s win total from a season prior.
Under her assistance, North Texas defeated then No. 17 Oklahoma on the road
for the program’s first win over a ranked team. At the end of the season in the
Conference USA tournament, the Mean Green reached the second round for the
first time.

North Texas was nationally recognized for its improvement on offense. Last
season the Mean Green owned a 41.7 fiel d goal percentage. It was a 7.23 percent
increase from the previous season — the largest improvment in the country. It
was also the sixth-highest shooting percentage in North Texas history.

Foreman had been with Northwestern St. for the previous two years, serving as
assistant coach with a special emphasis on recruiting and guard development.

In the 2013-14 season, Foreman helped guide the Lady Demons to a program-
record 21 games, as they reached the NCAA Tournament for the first time ever.
With a 19-15 record last year and another Southland Tournament championship,
NSU reached the NCAA Tournament once again. In Foreman’s two seasons in
Natchitoches, the Lady Demons compiled a 40-28 overall record, including 21-15
in Southland play and 7-0 in Tournament games.

At NSU, Foreman was responsible for recruiting stellar Texas talent, including
Emerald Mayfield from Bowie High School in Arlington. Mayfield was District
7-5A MVP, as well as First Team All-District and Offensive Player of the Year.
Another incoming recruit, Brynae Thompson from Cy-Fair High School in
Houston, was a two-time All-District Honoree and won MVP awards at the AAU
Georgetown Invitational and the 2012 Insiders Tournament.

It was only three years ago that Foreman donned the Green and White on the
Super Pit court. She played at North Texas from 2010-12, making 31 starts in 59
career appearances for the Mean Green. In the 2010-11 season, she averaged 6.6
points and 3.6 rebounds per game, while leading the team with 99 assists - 3.3
per game. For her performance, she was named the team’s 2011 Newcomer of the
Year.

During the 2011-12 season, she was coached by Karen Aston and Jalie Mitchell
and the Mean Green improved to 15-16, following a 5-25 record the previous
year. Oddly enough, Mitchell actually recruited her to North Texas from Weath-
erford CC, where she averaged 10 points, 5.6 rebounds and 4.5 assists per game.
To this day, Foreman considers Mitchell “one of the most influential young ladies”
in her life, which makes their reunion with the Mean Green even more special.

She graduated from North Texas in 2012 with a bachelor’s degree in kinesiology
and a minor in communication. Foreman was also a member of the Student-Ath-
lete Advisory Committee and helped run summer camps for young players. She
will graduate from NSU this spring with a master’s degree in heath and human
performance.

Her parents are Bunnie and Sonja Foreman and she has four siblings: Krystal,
Kourtney, Jasmine and James.
