PDF files are not going away anyƟme soon so it is important to make sure 
that all individuals, including those with disabiliƟes can retrieve the infor‐
maƟon contained in them. This session will give a definiƟon of what an 
accessible PDF should include as well as show how to test a PDF for ac‐
cessibility. The session will also look at forms and tables. ParƟcipants 
should have a basic understanding of accessible PDF principles such as 
tagging and navigaƟonal structure.
