My work at the Writing Center included a given number of one-on-one tutoring sessions
each week throughout the academic semester. During these sessions I guided and
supported students through the writing process. Students were encouraged to bring an

assignment from any class, regardless of department, so long as it had a writing



component. I consulted with students who were merely brainstorming for a research
paper, as well as students who were polishing the final draft of their senior thesis. These
sessions lasted one hour and therefore required the ability to quickly connect and assess

student needs.

The Center at Oklahoma City University organizes the visit of a creative writer to the
university campus each year. The Center also maintains and grows the campus' film
library, which is open to the public. A large portion of my time working for The Center
was spent researching and processing films for The Center's collection. Other duties
included creating and maintaining excel spreadsheets for mailing lists and film order
sheets. Working in an office provided me experience in managing incoming and outgoing
mail, creating memorandums, taking messages and furthering my organizational skills.
