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Scenario

A professor wants to make a DVD of an entire film available on her Blackboard 
course. Does she need to get permission?

Most films fall under the category of dramatic literary or musical works and the TEACH 
Act specifies use of limited portions of these works. As long as the Blackboard site were 
restricted to the class and the film was directly related to the class content, a segment 
that would be comparable to what one would show in an individual class session would 
probably fall within the TEACH guidelines. 

If however, she wants to show the entire film by streaming it through Blackboard, she 
must either make a fair use case or get permission. Looking at the four factors one can 
see that factors in favor of fair use are the educational use and impact on the market 
(assuming this is a one-time use and that the faculty member or institution has already 
purchased the DVD). Factors weighing against fair use would be the nature of the work 
which is highly creative and the amount used. In this case, it may be prudent to obtain 
permission from the copyright holder.

Fair Use. 

“Fair Use” is a limited exception to copyright protection 
that states that reproduction of a portion of a 
copyrighted work without the copyright owner’s 
permission may be allowed under certain 
circumstances.

The amount and substantiality of the portion used in 
relation to the copyrighted work as a whole; 

• There is no specific number of words, lines, or 
notes that may safely be taken without 
permission. 

• Acknowledging the source of the copyrighted 
material does not substitute for obtaining 
permission.
