This includes family readiness, resource management, mobilization and
deployment coordination, crisis intervention, outreach, volunteer recruitment, training,
management, information, referral and follow-up, life skills education, review and
analysis of program effectiveness, and youth development. In addition, the state family
program office provides strategic planning, inter-service coordination and liaison with
higher headquarters, other military services, state and federal government, and non-
government (profit and non-profit) agencies and organizations.

Joint Family Support Assistance Program (JF5AP)

Specifically, IFSAP was authorized by the Public Law 109-364, "National Defensze
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2007" to augment active duty, National Guard and
Reserve family programs and to deliver mobile family support and services to families
facing the same deployment related challenges as installation based families, but whose
access to support is more challenging. JFSAP has been available in all states and
territories since September 2008.

JFSAP teams are comprised of one Military and Family Life Counselor {MFLC), one Child
and Youth Behavioral Counselor {(CYB-MFLC), one Military OneScource (MOS) Consultant,
and ocne additicnal position (state choice of a MOS Consultant, MFLC, CYE-MFLC, or
Personal Financial Counselor (PFC)) based on the need of each state.

JFSAF teams serve members and families from all Services and collaborate with existing
family support resources to augment their activities and fill gaps where they exist. JFSAP
teams provide the following services and resources:
