The military construction projects in this program will be designed to meet environmental standards. The Military
construction projects proposed are designed for the abatement of existing pollution problems at Naval and Marine
Corps installations and have been reviewed to ensure that corrective design is accomplished in accordance with
specific standards and criteria.

and shared fenceline with a private business. Construction of a new RTC
and VMF at nearby NSA alleviates these issues and provides the unit with a
nodern, properly configured facility.
