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17. INVESTIGATION FINDINGS: -

On 1 March 2014 at approximately 2215 hours, a Contract Employee (CE) injured his
neck as he rolled his ankle while stepping on a piece of grating causing him to hit
his head and injure his neck.

The CE was attempting to make a round on the production deck near the High Pressure
(HP) Separator. As the CE was passing the HP Separator, he possibly stepped on a
small gap measuring slightly less than 2 inches or tripped on a small piece of plate
covering a hole. The CE stated he was unsure of what caused him to lose his footing.
The grating was located next to a light that gave sufficient lighting to the area
where the incident took place.

As the CE stepped with his right foot, his foot rolled causing him to fall forward.
As the CE was falling, his head came in contact with a junction box causing the CE to
injure his neck. According to the CE's co-workers, the CE was previously involved in
an automobile accident and suffered a severe neck injury. The CE reported the
incident to the person in charge and stated he had a sharp pain in his neck and back
area. The person in charge had the CE stay in the quarters the rest of the night due
to concerns of his prior injury.

The following morning the CE was transported to Abbeville General for treatment. The
physician at Abbeville General stated the CE may have had a possible neck sprain. The
CE was treated and released to his personal physician.

The BSEE Lafayette District conducted an onsite investigation March 6, 2014.

The probable cause of this incident was the small gap in the grating. There were no
other uneven surfaces or trip hazards in the area.
