On 29 September 2012, at approximately 1803 hours the Injured Person (IP) was in the
process of conducting hot work operations when he cut the beam he was tied off to
with a torch. The IP fell approximately 13 feet. The IP was evacuated for medical
attention and was diagnosed with a broken right femur. The IP's estimated recovery
time is 5 to 6 months. -

The investigation revealed the following: -

1) The IP was not aware of his surroundings or focused on job safety causing him to
lose sight of the tie off point and beam he was cutting. -

2) Poor supervision and a lack of safety culture were contributing factors that
resulted in the failure to identify and eliminate hazards. -
