Do IDs or WUAs accept LOPP
opportunity (including original ID or WUA requesting to develop the LOPP, if applicable)?

ID or WUA requesting to develop the LOPP is allotted 150 calendar days to submit a proposal deemed acceptable by
the selection team. During 150 calendar timeframe, Reclamation will not solicit proposals from other entities, no other
entity is eligible to receive the LOPP. Does entity submit acceptable proposal within timeframe?
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ID(s) and/or WUA(s) allotted 150 calendar days following the 60 day acceptance deadline to submit a proposal deemed
acceptable by selection team. During 150 calendar day timeframe, Reclamation will not solicit proposals from other entities,
no other entity is eligible to receive the LOPP
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Within 30 calendar days following 150 calendar proposal deadline, selection team reviews proposals. Is acceptable proposal
received within timeframe?
