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TRAVEL INTRODUCTION

The term travel relates to movement of persons from place to place. Travel includes authority for the use
of quarter facilities, allowances, and certain transportation and reimbursable expenses, subject to
conditions and limitations in the Joint Travel Regulation (JTR). When used in connection with travel
allowances, the term refers to per diem or actual expense allowance.

The General Services Administration (GSA) and the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) establish
travel policies, rules, and regulations for the Federal agencies. The Joint Travel Regulation (JTR)
prescribes travel and transportation allowances authorized for DoD civilian employees. The Department
of Defense’s travel policy and procedures are contained in volume 9 of the DoD 7000.14-R, Department
of Defense Financial Management Regulation (DoDFMR).

Formerly, the Joint Federal Travel Regulation (JFTR) directly implemented travel and transportation
entitlements authorized by law for members of the Uniformed Services. As of October 1, 2014, the Joint
Federal Travel JFTR and the JTR were consolidated into one volume, titled the “Joint Travel
Regulations.” The merger aligned language that highlights where allowances are different for uniformed
members and civilians. This volume provides the requisite travel pay related entitlement functional
requirements to support the development of finance and accounting systems or modules not travel
systems.
